Hospital ahd the South Am-
boy First Aid Squad will
co-sponsor a training
course for emergency
medical technicians on
January 6, 1972. The 25
week course will be held at
the First A id Squad's head-
quarters at Main and
Thompson Streets, South
Amboy, each Thursday \at
7:30 p.m. The course Is
open to persons who have
completed Standard and
Advanced American Red
Cross Training. There Is
no fee.

Prepared for the National
Highway Safety Bureau by
the U.S. Department of
Transportation, the course
if. recommended for am-
bulance personnel as a me-
dium for improving and
increasing their skills and
professional knowledge. A
number of government and
medical organizations have
recognized the need for this
specialized training; the
National Highway Safety
Act of 1966 contained re-
commendations that all
ambulances be manned by
at least two persons trained
In this course. The course
is also approved and re-
commended by the office of
Emergency Medical Ser-
vices* State of New Jersey.
Sessions will consist of a

series of lectures by
skilled paramedical in-
structors s from various
First Aid Squads In this
area and by members of the
medical staff of South Am-
boy Memorial Hospital.
The instructors will take
the participants through the
logical development of the
concepts of patient recus-,
sitation and patient support
measures, based on the an-
atomy and physiological
functions of the body, to
concrete situation prob-
lems; development of the
ability to make decisions
— not only as to what to
do but what not to do, and
the order of priority of
procedures.
Interest in the course to

date has been widespread
and Inquiries have been re-
ceived from many parts of
the state, according to Mrs.
Kathleen Burns, assistant
administrator of the hospi-
tal, who reports registra-
tions from Hillside, N. J.
to the north as far south
as Camden. N. J. Regis-
trations will be limited to
80 students. Thoseinter-
ested should contact Mr.

Dominlck F. Rinaldi,
District Director of the
Immigration and Natural-
izatiorTService stated that
the annual alien address
report program usually
causes a sharp rise in
the number of applications
lot naturalization.
The law requires all al-

lenB In the United States,
with few exceptions, to re-
port their addresses each
January, Throughout the
United States, almost thirty
percent more applications
for naturalization are re-
ceived during the months
of January, February and
March than are received
during other months. Mr.
Rinaldi, attributes this
sudden rise to the Allen
Address* Report Program.
Aliens not required to

make this report are diplo-
mats and those persons
accredited to certain In-
ternational organizations.

Forms for making the re-
ports will be available to
aliens at all Post Offices
and offices of the Immigra-
tion and Naturalizations
Service during the month
of January. Mr. Rinaldi
indicated that aliens de-
siring information con-
cerning naturalization or
similar matters should ob-
tain the f o r m s at the
Newark office of the Immi-
gration and Naturalization
Service where personnel
trained In those fields will
be available "to answer In-
quiries.

This year the procedure
to comply with the report-
ing requirements have been
broadened so that aliens
may mail the completed ad-
dreBS report cards directly
to the nearest office of the
Immigration and Naturali-
zation Service.

ENOUGH MAY BE TOO MUCH—
When helping 1972 to arrive by
toasting it with alcoholic beverages
you may remain legally sober, but
still unsafe behind the wheel of a

car. Richard Zylman of the Rutgers
Center of Alcohol Studies advises
maintaining a c a u t i o u s attitude
toward the amount of drinking you
do if you plan to drive.

If you're going to cele-
brate the arrival of 1972,
a Rutgers University al-
cohol studies specialist
suggests you enjoy your-
self with caution.
That's the advice of Rich-

ard Zylman, associate re-
search specialist at the
Rutgers Center of Alcohol
Studies. Zylman's re-
search has focused on the
problems of traffic safety
caused by alcohol, and
draws on his background
with the Wisconsin State
Patrol and other law en-
forcement agencies.
Much of the problem cen-

ters on the answer to the
question, "What is a safe
level of drinking?" His re-
sponse to this is, "Obvi-
ously, the safest level is,
with rare exceptions, no al-
cohol at all.
"On the other hand," he

said, "we know that drink-
Ing is part of oar culture,
and driving is part of our
culture. We. also know that
more than fifty million
Americans will drive at
least occasionally after
having a drink or two,"
He pointed out that re-

searchers have learned
mat "some drivers who are
mature and experienced at
both drinking and driving,
can compensate for early
stages of impairment.
"There are other drivers,

however, whose use of a car
can be dangerous after hav-
ing only one or two drinks."
This is especially the case,
Zylman explained, with
young drivers who lack ex-
perience in either drinking
or driving or the combin-
ation of the two activities.

"It is also true of drivers
who are prone to emotional
outbursts of anger or sad-
ness, or other expressions
of stress."
Accident statistics indi-

cate that such persons are
more likely to be involved
in collisions even without
alcohol.

"When they have had a
few drinks such conditions
seem to develop more eas-
ily, and then the use of
a car is even more dan-
gerous," Zulman said.
Answering the question,

"What is a safe level?"
depends on the individual
and the conditions under
which he drives, Zylman
explained. "It is easier,
for example, to compensate
for early stages of impair-
ment when driving along a
quiet street in the middle
of the night, then when
driving in heavy traffic."
He said that many people

think they can drive as long
as they can.walk.
"This 1B wrong. For most

people, the ability to see
or hear, or to make quick
and corrective decision*,
and to react suddenly to
emergency situations, has
deteriorated long before

they show signs of drunk-
enness."

Zylman explained that re-
search has shown that some
Impairment begins even at
about the two- or three-
drink level. The ability to
see la especially affected,
he added.

"A persons who has been
drinking will need much
more light to see the same
object that could have been
seen readily before drink-
ing. The pedestrian who
was readily visible along a
dark road before the driver
was drinking may not be
seen at all after several
drinks."
Drinking drivers are dan-

gerous, he acknowledged in
emphasis, and so are
drinking pedestrians.

"In some metropolitan
areas, more than half of
all traffic deaths are pe-
destrians, and many of
them had concentrations of
blood alcohol that would
indicate that they were
drunk."

Zylman blames much of
the public apathy toward the
problem of accldents-and
-alcohol on the "safety es-
tablishment," accusing it
of failing to communicate
to the public what is meant
by "drinking."

'For years we have been
saying If you drink, don't
drive, and if you drive,
don't drink' but we haven't
told the public how much
drinking*we mean. We are
talking about excessive
drinking, not a beer or a
cocktail."
He said that millions of

law-abiding citizens, who
might otherwise support
the law and the courts, have
been alienated. These ci-
tizens, convinced that they
can drive safely after hav-
ing a drink or a bottleof
beer, have seemingly
closed their minds to the
traffic accident problem,
he insists.

"In discussing excessive
drinking before driving, the
key word is 'excessive.'
Whether you are drinking to
excess depends on your
surroundings, your com-
panions, your activity, and
your plans. The kind of
drinking considered exces-
sive for driving purposes
might be permissible and
acceptable at a Redding
reception or a New Year's
Eve party.
"Your impaired muscular

coordination, Judgment, or
"ability to see, hear and
feel may be acceptable at
a party, but it isn't ac-
ceptable for driving. The
law Is really permissive.
It allows a legal limit of
blood alcohol that is higher
than the safe limit.

"In any event, exercise
caution. If you have any
doubt about your condition,
have someone else drive,
he advised.

MARSH-SACKS TEAM

Mr. Sacks teamed up to-
gether as "Messiah's Mes-
sengers" to present the
Gospel of Christ with music
as Its vehicle of expres-
sion. At this time they are
entering a new phase of
ministry with the American
Board of Missions to the
Jews. Their unique pro-
grams, which include a
wide variety of music, such
as folk tunes, spirituals,
hymns, and Gospel songs,
are for all peoples. The
Marsh-Sacks team endea-
vors to communicate to
thiB generation a vital spir-
itual message by their
singing, personal testimo-
ny, and commentary.

Mr. Marsh, who dedicated
his life to Christ during
the 1957 Bill Graham Cru-
sade in New York, says
". . .in these trying times
God wants men to be fully
c o m m i t t e d to the Sav-
ior. . ."
Of Jewish parentage, Stu-

art Sacks believes In Jesus
of Nazareth and explains
from the Old Testament,
as well as from personal
experience, the reasons for
his faith in the Lord.

The Marsh-Sacks team
will be conducting a special
meeting at the Bible Baptist
Church meeting at Memor-
ial School in Laurence Har-
bor, N. J., on January 2nd
at 7:00 p.m. Rev. Paul
Saxton, pastor of the con-
