She set up a
404tour inservice training pro-
gram for the 24 full-time and11
part-time, nurses on the staff.
When many of the R.N.s couldn't
attend afternoon classes because
of family responsibilities, she
scheduled a second session in the
evening, so husbands could do
the1 baby-sitting. Each nurse at-

. tended a two-hour class each
Monday for 20 wee*;:

None of the new audiovisual
Systems were ut#d—money just
wasn't available* But the local
chapter of the American Heart
Association loaned its Resusci-
Anne for the deflbrillating class-
es, and proved to be a valuable
source for other teaching aids.
Arrhythmia recognition was
taught with the help of slides
furnished by Mrs. O'Oonnell and
the "Tudor System" given by one

"For the core curriculum, I
simply adopted the curriculum
uwd m my own training program
to fit our need* and the resources
we had/' explained Mrs. O'Don-

' all of our nurses tremed in cor-
onary-cara techniques. So m the
announcement stating when
daeies would begin, we matter*
of-factJy pointed out that cor-
onsry-cara techniques are an es-
sential part of every professional
nurse's armamentarium today,
that it is part of our responsibility
as nurses to develop more so-
phisticated skills as medicine be-
comes mor.» sophisticated.

"Somehow, we succeeded
-without too much difficulty. Prac-
tically all our medical-surgicil
nurses have completed the pro-
gram. There never has been a
problem in filling classes. Strag-
glers who didn't sign up at first
were soon in the obvious mi-
nority.; they joined the ranks with
a little coaling from the nursing
supervisor."

Although all the-medical-jurgj.
ca| nursesxompleted the course,
onjy those who wanted to took
the hospital's coronary-care cer-.
tification exam. The certified
nurses now work in the hospital's
special-care facility, anJ the oth-
ers form a pool of skilled R.N.s
who not only can function in the
special unit in an.emergency, but
also can nandle Code 9 crises
around the clock.

Nurses rotate assignments in
r the 12-bed special-care area,,so

that their skills, and knowledge
will stay current. Two of the 12
beds make up the recovery room,
four are for severely ill patients,
four—equipped with telemetry
monitors—are for coronary-care

' patients, and the other two are
for patients who no longer need
intensive monito/ing, yet are not
quite ready for floor care.

Haying all the nurses trained
in C C U procedures offers a
number of advantages. Even the
nurses who are not certified now
feel at home with monitors and
defibrillators. "Rather than being
intimidated by all those ma-
chines, they now appreciate the
information picked up by the
monitor," Mrs. O'Donnell says.
"They realize that the monitor is
an extension of what nurses have
been doing all along."

, who can handle Code 9 crises is a
