Tne ploy being used by SouthAmboy offtcisi* goes like
mUi- The applicant, in this caae Supertnmrine, Inc., is
esfce* to go to the State Department of Environmental
Protection to get his permit* to Install air pollution
oontroi equipment under Chapter Six of the N. J, State
Air Pollution Code. Applicant solicits aid of companies'
selling such equipment to insure that the forms will
be filled out correctly. Since the equipment cost it
often in millions of dollars, compliance with the Air
Pollution Code is assured. The Department of Environ-
mental Protection can do nothln but review the process
and issue permits, to Install this equipment. City
officials meanwhile having pleaded ignorance of all
processes on the basis that they, "ire not experts" and
having, passed the buck to bigger brother, now loudly
proclaim that the State has issued its approval of the
plant. Their battle is half over.
This mechanism was also employed by Sayreville of-

ficials in introducing New Jersey Steel to the borough.
The Irregularities, delays, lost documents, and lies told
by the applicant at public hearings are a matter of
record and can be verified.
The same mechanism was again employed by Wood-

bridge officials in the Hess application for expansion of
its refinery facilities in Se war en. But by now both ©n-
vironnmntalifiis:and DEP recognized the strategem. As
a Justifiable compensation applicant is now required to
file an environmental impact report with provisions
for review by environmental3 objectors. We will Insist on
that study and the review privilege In the case of Super-
marine, Inc.
But what of the South Amboy officials who to a man

pleaded ignorance of the refinery process? Were not
the same avenues of information open to them as to those
who opposed heavy industry on that site? Were they not
negligent in their duty in researching thedesulphurlza-
tton process to determine its full impact oirthe city?
Old one of them look up the process licenses by Esso,
Inc. to find that 2 million gallons of water per day is
necessary to desulphurize 96,000 barrels of oil seated
as their daily output?

Yervant Maxudlan, Supermarlne's principal, was still
applying tb-Hoboken in June of 1971. The issue in Hobo-
ken was soundly argued. Did any of south Amboy's
officials bother to telephone to ask for information,
or why the refinery was not welcome in Hoboken,
Weehawken or Union City? \ '.••
Heavy industry is highly mechanizad and has a rela-

tively small number of employees. • By their own ad mis-
sion, Supermarine will employ 2.3 persons per acre,
Refineries in Delaware provide about, one-half a job
per acre. We have reason to believe that Supermarlne's
actual employment will be less than one-half a job per

"iBSVemts, we "support the county's plan for the landfill
and surrounding area as a county park. The 6(> con-
tiguous acres owned by Sayrevjlle are deeded as a
park. The 68 acres owned by'South Amboy were origin-
ally restructed for recreation. The "Minnie Ditch"
beach, before it was filled in during 1931 by :!ie Army
Corps of Engineers wa» used by 'thy townspeople for
recreation. 'South Amboy has never used the landfill
for anythln but recreation In over twenty years. The
water-Works site, which is included in the County
plan is still used for recreation. The additional 27
acres adjoining the waterworks has been on the Sayre-
ville tax exempt rolls for years as a park and is to
this day. Recent application for funds under HUD (Jan.
72) by South Amboy were for playground Improvement
on tfie landfill..

We, South Amboy and Sayreville, could have all of this
developed by the County and be the principal users. As
the last remaining shoreline area in public ownership
with recreation potential.in Middlesex County, can we
afford to let it go?

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How would you feel about

locating Supermarine In So.
-Amboy, assuming the re-

sorts from the state are
favorable?

This la the question which
was-asked of the South Am-
boy Mayor and Councilman,
The replies which wereob-
tained were as follows;
Mayor Wm, E. O'Leary:
"If they (Supermartne)

meet the demands of the
sute in their antl-poltu-

• tion devices and is ecq-
nomlcally advantageous to
the city, I am definitely in
favor of it."

Councilman Ted Lewcn-
doskh
"If after all the state and

federal agency require-
ments are met with and
they (Supermarine) are ap-
proved, I would vote yes.
As a member of the Cen-
tral Jersey Air Pollution
Agency, I am sure that when
the report comes back, it
will have a detailed written
.study of their results which
are highly scrutinized and
will explain the situation-
thoroughly. Besides the
study, there are two other
factors which will have to
be known before a decision
can, be made. They- are
1) Negotiations with Super-
marine for the price of the
property; and 2) a good In-
formation source such as
a tax agency, which will
tell us how much the city
will receive in taxes."

Councilman James Inman:
"No comment. There Is-

more involved than the
• state reports such as taxes,
the type of structure they
plan to build and how much
land they need. Lnriiallthe
Information is complied,. I
can't give any opinion-for
or against Supermarine."

Councilman Robert Les-
lie:
'•I think that we would

need more information
such as the price, the plans
and the type of operation.
The-Information from, the
state agencies, alone i6 not
enough.'

Councilman Albert Sor-
rentino: .. .
"A lot more study has to

be made before any opi-
nions can be made. I would
first like to know {heir '
(Supermarine's) financial
structure., the feelings of
the people and whether or
not they will be able to
purchase the land. They
have to acquire land from
Penn Central and if they
can't, the entire project
will be off. We've had only
one meeting with Super-
marine and already many
organizations seem to know
more than the city does
concerning this, 'Everyone
should hold their opinl6ns
until the reports from the
state are seen.*'

Councilman Frank Zebro:
"If all the state reports

are favorable and the refi-
nery is economically bene-
ficial to the city, I would be
In favor of it. All the fe-
deral agencies; (the interi-
or Department, and the De-
partment of Health; Educa-
tion and Welfare), have al-
ready given the project
their approval. However,
we still must explore all
areas to find out the rata-
bles it will bring in for
the city and whether or
not the project i t favora-
ble to the health and wel-
fare of the community of
South Ambbv.*1 ,
