Would like to use your open forum to include part pt

a letter I sent to the Mayor and Council on January 31st,
1972 as a public communication to them for reading and
djtcuealbn at their open meeting. Due to space I
Will quote excerpts['from the letter.
' "1 wiah to reier to a subject which I bought upon
the council floor about two months ago and that is the
trip to Atlantic City by various elected officials and
employees of the city of South Amboy supposedly to at-
tend the convention of.'the New Jersey League of Munici-
palities. At the time 1 spoke about this Atlantic City
convention the vouchers, for payment of monies to those
who had attended this convention had never been pub-
lished In the local Citizen (as has bean the practice), and
1 said that night that this was a deliberate coverup to
bide the face pf how many local people attended the con-
vention, who they were, and the overall expense to the
City taxpayers. After declaring this as Justin oversight
the figures' were dragged out ofthe business administra-
tor because 1 kept disagreeing with him (from the floor)
of the first few figures and expense that he read out, a
final figure was given that 44 local people had been au-
thorised and paid to go to Atlantic City at an expense
to the city of $5300.00.

"It is now a matter of public information as published
in the January, 197C tBsue of the New Jersey Municipal-
ities Magazine rhat nut 44 hut only 28 people from South
Amboy registered at the convention headquarters in
Atlantic City. If people accepted monies by voucher from
the city for expanses and do not attend it is considered
as income for declaration to the Internal Revenue (not to -:
mention other violations of the law). I especially draw
your attention jo the Administrative and .Executive
account wherein" the Mayor and Council and other city
hall employees w?re pild an overall figure of S2100.00
for this trip to Atlantic City in the first week of Novero-
be r. and then on December 21 st, 1971 had transferee
back into this account by emergency resolution a total
of $1300.00. Surely on November 1st you should be able
to see how much overdrawn the Administrative and Ex-
ecutive accpuot would be from these expenses of the
Atlantic City convention. Upon a little investigation I
have found out that the city of North Brunswick with a
population of over 19,000 had 7.people attend this con-
vention at an expense of S610.00. Madison Township
authorizes no elected, appointed or employee of their
township an. expense account of over SSO,00 per day
thereby allowing a top expense account for anyone.at-
tending ihe entire three days lip to 5150- per person.
Madisoft~'l ovynship authorized a total of 38 people to
attend this conversion at ajv expense of $3800.00,
(or $1300.00 less than the generous city of South Amboy.)
1 would also remind you that surrounding towns do not aU
authorize expenses to this convention for their city
magistrates or legal, counsel.

.1 am asking you gentlemen why such targe expendi-
tures are allowed for this small town of,under ten
thousand people to attend this, convention which all
comes out of the.taxpayers pockets? " . ",

I am asking for some, type of investigation ofitie
people who dia not attend this convention at all and
return to the city by these people the monies they

I am also requesting at this time to fiave the Mayor
authorize the city treasurer permission to allow me to
examine the signed checks returned from the banks
which were Issued for this Atlantic City convention w>ich
would indicate that all checks, were received and

^ a reply to these
questions.

Mr. Editor, I am forwarding this copy to you for
oublicatlon to acquaint the taxpayers a little more tho-
roughly with the wanton and wastefull spending of their
tax monies that is approved and allowed to exist in
this present administration, and no doubt the people
are Aware of many other wasteful! expenditures that
are continued and permitted to exist which all contri-
bute to the higher tax rates that you are seeing in this
city each year. The'Mayor has full powers'under this
new Falkner form of government and can spend and
spend and. must be held responsible for the rising tax
rates when he does not exercise some restraint
tn needless expenditures, and the> hi ring of everyone and
then- brother in filling up the ranks ofeve ly department
in the city payroll. At the same time the council mem-
bers should shake off Phis' fear that seems to exist at
council meetings and have the fortitude to take a Stand
and let the Mayor ichow that they will not continue to go'
along with his spending practices In all areas. When
you; gee your1 new. tax bill, you will no doubt want to let
him know also. The year 1971. saw the greatest over-
expenditure and exhaustion of funds in the city's budget
accounts in the history of the city.
