Recently in South Amboy a man's life was taken as

i result of being struck by an on-coming vehicle.
Why did thla accident happen? Does the fruit it* on

only one Individual's back? What reason ertatiT Jar t o *
a needless proceeding? Are there other proMemaaftd
flaws In mis city that must he considered when
reflecting on this Incident? What will happen lit the fu-
ture?

The reaaon why this tragic occurrence had taken
place might be acknowledged by die people In this cityj

We might realize that South Amboy is no longer r
quaint little retreat set aside from the big urban centers.
South Amboy Is s continuously growing residential
area that has* Its own problems to recognize.

For Instance, the traffic on Bordentown Avenue
through this city definitely must be aujusted. This
county road extends' Into our city with speed limits
entirely too high. Notice that the driver who cornea off
of Route 9 or Route 35 into the city onto Bordentown
Avenue tends to be" eomewh.it stricken with an un-
conscious fault. On a highway the driver travels at
speeds up to and above 50 miles per hour. When he
drives Into an area with reduced speed limits, he tells
to regulate the rate of his vehicle. This phenomenon
Is known as being "velodtized".

Also brlgher lighting might be another case in point
for-;that part of Bordentown Avenue which continues
on into our city. We might realize that the pedestrian
must be on his guard when crossing the street at night
to go to the local Stores, and that the completion of the
South Amboy Memorial Hospital will further complicate
this city's traffic problem. -

Greater cautions must be applied if we Intend to
protect both the young and old pedestrian. Probably
longer street lamps extending over the roadway away
from trees, etc. will give greater lighting. Brighter
'hydrogen filament lamps might also contribute to a
better view for the driver.

Such a shocking Incident should never have happened.
All ot us who drive a car should attempt to give a second

. thought In regards to protecting ourselves behind the
wheel and the next driver or pedestrian. The basic
human fa,ult when manipulating a car is that "every"
driver tends to seal himself off from the crowd.
The driver's unit responds only to what lr Is made re
dot the attitude that the driver has when he steps Into his
car determines this movement.

It may seem that it is too late to worry about adjust-
ments In South Amboy because a life was already lost,
but if we want to protect our citizens then something
must be done now.

Another problem that comes to mind in regards
to traffic is that of Feltus Street In the area of Pro-
tection Fire Co. I feel that during certain hours there
should be some sort of alternate side of the street park-
ing. I notice that traffic slows up at times when one car
must wait for the oncoming cars to pass through small
openings which parked vehicles leave. Suppose that there
is a fire call, thlB potential traffic tie-up will prevent
die fire truck from reaching its destiny.

We are indirectly responsible when we have failed to
inspect seemingly insignificant issues in our city that
lead to greater problems. As long as. the ooDulatlon
in South Amboy grows then so will its problems. There--
fore, the most logical thing that we, as concerned citi-
zens, .must do besides opening our eyes and earc is
to voice our opinions.

About four years ago I was struck by a moving veh icle
in the same vicinity.on Bordemown Avenue where this
tragedy occurred.

The Supermarine oil re-
finery controversy once
again held the spotlight at
Tuesday night's meeting of
the South Amboy City Coun-
cil at City Hall.
Mr. Ronald Splvak, a law-

yer from Perth Amboy,
opened his remarks from
the floor with the mention
of a letter he had sent
Mayor William O'Leary,
asking the mayor to ac-
company him on a weekend
excrsion to an oil refinery-
which would most closely
represent the proposed re-
finery on the Landfill Bite.
Mr. Splvak, who has repre-
sented the Sewaren Civic
Association and the Smith
Creek Boarmen's. Associ-
ation in their attempts to
block application for ex-
pansion of the Amerada
Hess Company it Wood-
bridge, offered to pay the
mayors weekend expenses
for the venturei The law-
yerV pufpetee for the trip
is to discover if a refinery
of the proposed size and -
type could operate without
polluting the air and wa-
ters in the immediate area.
The mayor, with Spivak's
letter In hand, seemed par-
ticularly irked at the law-
yer's plea to "Invest a
little time" Jn the deter-

The South Amboy PI A started in
the school year 1921-22 with Mrs.,
Howard Littell as the first presi-
dent. At that time we had three
schools, ft2 school on 4th Street
with Mrs. Helen Brown as princi-
pal succeeded by Mrs. Julia Mc-
Caffrey. The #1 school waa on
George Street with Mrs. Helen Ap-
plegate as principal and the Hoffman
High School on John Street with
Mr. Barr as principal, who was
later succeeded by Mr. T-ustln.

The first class to graduate from
Hoffman High was in 1919 and. in-
cluded such active P.T.A. members
as Mrs. Harold Filskov, Mrs. Max
Vogel, Mrs. Florence King and Mrs.
James Tustin.

The explosion in May, 1950, badly

damaged °1 and *2 schools. As a
result they had to be torn down
and the high school was used for
high school and elementary grades
plus Kome classes held in various
parts of town until 19S6 when a
new elementary school WIM built.

This
fact was stated by a Mr. Lubomyr Kurylko, Profeeaor
at the Stevens Institute of Technology.

Aside from the above statement there are humewie
Incidents of fires and explosions right bere-ln our neigh-
boring areas, and these Incidents come from refinenea
that are already in existence. And once a-refinery fete
its foothold In a town, they'll be no letting rid Of it.
Lei us state a couple of reasons why you people of
South Amboy should look into this refinery, instead of
sitting back and letting someone else do it.
On July 9, 1966, Fire and Explosion broke out at

the Hess Co. In Perth Amboy, while worker a were
transferring liquid loads from a tank trailer, and
moving it to a nearby tank. One perron was killed
and six people hurt. The fire waa not brought under
control for over 2 hours and the Arthur Kill was closed
for a distance of five miles, because of the flames on
the surface of the water.

The on March 15, 1969, Explosion and Fire aboard
a Tanker at Hess, which occurred while loading gaso-
line that spilled and touched .iff ah explosion.-Two
people were killed and two more were injured.
It is not difficult to imagine what a refinery fire would

do hear in South Amboy, with, the hornet and business
district so close to this proposed refinery. Whether it)
is gas, oil, or any other type of flammable products,-

.the dangers of explosion are all the more Increased by
the fact, that land mines and bombs are still being
washed ashore and dug up some twenty years later.
Who will guarantee that these mines or bombs will
never explode under the right conditions.

We strongly urge our Municipal Officials who will have
to vote on this proposed refinery, to please consider
the. many dangers that this type of operation could cause.
Maybe if unsafe evaluations were weighed back in 1950,
the South Amboy explosion might have been prevented,
leta^not see this happen again. The children and people
of this city must be considered above all else. THINK! If

Almost half of New Jer-

sey's residents are In favor
of a statewide property ux
in place of a local property
ux for nchools, according
to results of the second
New Jersey Poil conducted'
by the Eagleton Institute of
Politics at Rutgers Univer
sity.
The property tax, a major

proposal of die state's Tax
Policy Committee, found
favor with 43 per cent of
the 1,221 New Jersey res-
idents over the age of 18
surveyed by the Institute,
Only 25 per cent of those

polled opposed the state-
wide property tax* while 18
per cent expressed no opi-
nion and i. total of 14 per

pended upon the precise
property tax plan proposed
The finding -ontrasjts with

a previously reported 57
per cent who said they
would support a state in-
come tax, coupled with pro-
perty ux reduction, In that
area of the poll, 25 per cent
of the respondents opposed
an income tax while 13
per cent had no opinion.
A level of support for the

property tax similar to that
of an Income tax, the second
New Jersey Poll said, "Ap-
pears to depend on whether
the 14 per cent who withheld
judgement and the 18 per
cent with no opinion can be
persuaded to support such a
plan."

The poll said the high de-
gree of public indecision
about a statewide property
tax "is largely due to a
relatively low level of
awareness." At the time
of the survey; conducted by
phone between February 18
and 28, 69 per cent'of those
interviewed had read or
huard something about a
ftate income tax, while only
44 per cent were aware of1

a possible state property
