Ttw Augusta Street Citizen Group vigorously opposed
tt»s operations of the McCormack Sand Co, tbe mayor
and council avoided taking any action by claiming ignor-
ance of the situation. So now these same-residents
are stuck with this noue-pollutiPg sand operations at
their backyards, and i1: is they who have to suffer.
Now we know beforehand, that an oil refinery ia Inter-

ested In locating here In South Amboy, (Interested in
70 acres of city owned property and 60 acres of
Penn Central Railroad Property.) Our Mayor told
us that the owners of private property can sell that
property to anyone they please. Now consider that
McCormack Sand is owned by the railroad. If this
sand operation was sold to an Oil Refinery, the tracks
laid could be used by the refinery for transporting
fuel oil and other products.

Now we come to the Company that is located at the Old
Sun Oil Property. A Spokesman for this existing com-
pany told members of pur group, that their name was
Positive Chemicals Inc. and that they intend to pump a
fire fighting type of chemical from barges to tanks.
Then our mayor pleaded1 ignorance of this name Posi-
tive Chemicals and we were told'its name was Mc-
Arthur Petroleum, and that they will store Glycol which
is a**type of antl-freeze. Then two of our member ft
went to our City Hall to see the Certificates of Occu-
pancy. The only one showed to us, was for Positive
Chemicals Inc. 'even though McArthur Petroleum
had been previously on the tax books and weru re-
cently crossed off with no new name, listed??-?) The
Occupancy Certificate stated that Positive Chemicals
was only to use this property for storage of 4 tank
trucks and office use. (So why the pipeline?) Pigs,
the owner on the certificate was listed as W.A.S.
Assn. whoever or whatever they may be??
Then at the following Council meetings we asked all

these questions concerning Names, Pipelines, Own-
ership of Property? The answers we were given arc
as follows:

McArthur Petroleum is the Parent Co. to Positive
Cbsmlcals-(which deals In anti-frdeze type of .Chem-
icals.! C-lycoi ••'

Positive Chemicals Inc. which has been on Hose we 11
St, since May of '71, {deals in a chemical called
Perchlorethyiene a dry cleaning fluid.) They have new
pipelines running down through the back of property
and across McCormack Sand Co. and down to the waters
edge. They are new pipelines and they are not replace-
ments of any previous installation. Why are there no
building permits or plans?

Then our answer to our question of the initials of
name of ownership that was on occupancy certificate
W.A.S, Ass., was ignorance of said Initials.

This Chemical Co. or Petroleum Co. or whatever it
is could also sell to an Oil Refinery, to store and pump
any of products that will be needed. Add to this;
on Sand Co. property at present is the construction of
a bulkhead made of large boulder type rocks, where a
tugboat was pushing a barge filled with sand,
Where'are the permits for tbis type of construction??

Friends and:'City Officials! Are we premarure in
our concern? Rememberl Many of the same officials
that are making decisions for us now, were also mak-
ing decisions when McCormack Sand was allowed in
here,

Ŵe are saying .publicly by lettertoali our City Offi-
cials, that we want to see all o/ the, l.egp! Permits and
plans and Certificates of Occupancy for the work that
has been done and is being done for! McCormack Sand
Co., Positive Chemicals Inc., McArthur Petroleum, or
we will be forced to have an injunction against these
one or more companys.

Also, we believe In democracy and for the best inter-
ests of the people of South Amboy, that all concerned
citizens should demand that this refinery issue be
put to the vote on a ballot, so that all the people can de-

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Happy Birthday, Mrs. Stratton

^ Vesry special birthday
will be celebrated in s'̂ uth
Amboy tomorrow for a very
special woman.

-Mrs. Bertha Stratton of
274 First St. will be 95
years old. And if that 4s
supposed to be an age when '
one is slowed down, you
wouldn't know it by talking
to her.

She proudly recalls h^r
years spent as a member
of the United Methodist
Church of South Amboy.
In 1894, at the age, of 18
she became the church's,
organist, a position she
held for five years (until
marriage). That wa $ not
the end. of her music ca-
reer, not by .a long shot.
For 62 years she played
the organ in Sunday school,
a position she relinquished
at age 85. She is also re-
sponsible for organizing
the church Junior Choir-in
1948. Man>' of her singing •

-pupils still visit her from
time to time, One of those
pupils is her grandson, Da-
vid who accompanied her on
trumpet when she pjfeygri
piano Tor the Sunday school.
Donald is now Superinteni-
dent of that same Sunday
school.

Mrs. stratton'c Interest
in music did not end at
the church. She can still
be heard regularly playing
the piano in her home. But
there are other things
which fill her hours.

She is arr active member
of WSCS (Women's Society
for Christian Service) and
an honorary member of her
church's administrative
board. She still attends all
the meetings. She is a da-
voted member of the Re-
publican party <Dwight Ei-
senhower was her favorite
President) and recalls with
nostalgia an autumn day
in 1956 when she held an
"election luncheon1* at-
tended by about 200 people.
She proudly displays heir
grocery: bill for the event
which included' 107 pounds
of meat (some undertaking
for the most energetic of
cheht, let a|one 79 year
old woman). .
Her living family spans

five1 generations, Her son
Harold and daughter Thai-
ma reside with her.
Another son, Ruppell, lives
on Bertram Ave. The rest
of the family numberf three
grandchildren, nine great
grandchildren and two gre*t
grandchildren. &

She married Frank M.
Stratton, originally from
l.ockport, N.Y., in 1899.
Mr. Stration, an. engineer
on the Penn Central Kail-
road (Mrs. Stratton's fa-
ther worked the railroad
also), passeo away in 1951.

Mrs. Stratton, who has
lived all her life in South
Amboy, has been at her
present address for 32
years. The. history oi! thu
house is almost a«» Inter-
esting as ts occupant. In
1918, an explosion at the
Morgan Munitions Dump,
which was located just west
of Hte. 35 and off Ernstort-
Rd., blew out all the win-
dows in the house and
caused a general city pan-
ic. South Amboy .Was eva-
cuated by the army and"
troops were quartered in
Mrs. Stratton's -* house.
When allowed to return one*
week later, she needed a

• proof-of-ownership permit
to reoccupy her houSe.
In 195.0, an onshore barge

laden with TNT exploded
and not only, destroyed the
house's windows jjtic blew
a hole in the roof. Little
wonder rbat -with a -history'"
iike that, Mrs. Stratton is
skeptical about ther Super-
marine refinery: "I can't
see that it will do any
good."
Other events Mrs. Strat-

ton recalls are the bliz-
zard of 1888andthe Broad-
way fire which started in
the old Halen Gordon ware-
house at the corner of David
St.: "It burned for two
blocks." She also remem-
bers happier occasions
earlier in the century,-Salt
Water Day was held the
second week in AuguBt.
Carloads of people from
surrounding towns gath-
ered on the Swan Hill site
lor what Mrs. Si raj ton de-
scribes * s "a very large
picnic/' Inexplicably the
event was abandoned just
after the turn of the cen-
tury. She also remembers
Old Borne Week In 1914
with one entire week of par-
ades and general gaiety.
Of the populatjon of South'

Amboy, Mrs. Stratton re-
calls that early this century
people of different ethnic
backgrounds started to
settle in town. But despite
the di s *1m i la r back- "
nroundi, she says that
[there wAf no bickering,

Amboy by the Supermarlne Co., and although the pollu-

tion of the city.

I questioned this fact at the last council meeting and
asked where the tank trucks would be loading at, and
was «>ld that the refinery would be located by the Jersey
Central Power & Light property and the loading depot
nearby and there would be no truck traffic going through
Ins city of South Amboy. 1 was told the storage tanks
would be on the landfill and that no loading depot would
be in that area. I asked at this meeting what would
happen after the sale of the land to the refinery and
those people decided to put a loading depot on the
landfill .. . \ what power would the city then have to
stop them? The answer was to make John St. and Broad-
way !light traffic streets, but these are through streets
»nd 1 don't thing this would be possible. What do you think
it would look like in this-city with oil tank trucks
running up and down John St. and across Broadway
all day and half the night? Many of the residents
along the Main Street: area have complained for a long
liine: about the heavy sand trucks- passing- their prop-,
tribes "because of the load limit on the bridge, and
when the steel mill .was being considered it was
broughrput by certain councllmen that there would be a

"^piin; o)eal of trucV traffic through the city and they were
against the mill for this reason. What makes you think
that these oil tank trucks would not use every artery
at their disposal' in /and out of town. I cannot see. how
the council members can Vote to sell the landfill to
the Supermarine Co. with the possibility that they could
make the business section and many residential streets
took like a truck route. The Mayor and council will
tell you that it will not happen, but they will have no
way to prevent that company from constructing a loading
rack where they please after the sale of tha land and
construction begins. Now is the time to think about it,
and not after approval is given and construction has
begun.
