signed b'y more jthan 1000
citizen's.

The Concerned Citizens
manifest their own involve-
ment in many ways. They
attended all pertinent city
meetings (city council,

-planning board, ;etc,).
Hardly a week goes by when
they do not submit a tetter
tp the editor of "Ttre;
Citizen", exposing some,
new peculiarity of the ap-
plication by Supermarine
and the ensuing controver-
sy. They have a folder and
scrapbaok of related infor-
mation (news articles'/cor-
respondences, e n v i r o n -
mental studies, refinery
plants, etc.) which they re-
fer to often. But their
greatest asset Is their
pluck and determination to
keep everything related to
SupermuTine continually in
the open. One thing that
particularly disturbs them
is what they call "the fly-
by-night natiire" of the
company.
Supermarine has an office

at 270 Park'Ave., in New
York City, which the girls
charge, is nothing but a
mail drop. No one ever
answers the phone tttere.
The girls are also dis-
turbed by Super marine's
"abortive attempt to lc cate
In Hoboken. The company,
according to- a January 25th
article in the News
Tribune, "owes more than
$236,000 in taxes to Hobo-
ken and. Weenawken" and
"reportedly faces, for,e-

•The majority of incidents
reported to police this past
week involved young people
and points up a growing
problem of vandalism in
South Amboy
There were numerous re-

ported incident* the night of
April 6th. One resident
called police headquarters
to report that three boys
were taking objects from
. cars parked on George St.
Joseph Jerome reported
that the front door window
at his place of business
had been broken by young-
sters throwing rocks. Offi-
cer McCabe was detailed
to the scene but no one was
apprehended. Another res-
ident complained of a beer
party being held behind the
Komars factory. And on
the same night a Mrs. Ko-
morinski of 436 Sixth St.
called to report that some
boys were throwing rockB
at passing cars and run-
ning through yards. Offi-
cers McCabe and Noble
investigated and found no
such address and no one
in the area.

:. On April 7th, McCabe and
Noble apprehended a group
of young men on South Fel-
tus St. who seemed to be
under the influence of al-
cohol. They remanded the
youngsters to their parents.
On.April 9th. Mrs, Phil-

shead of 415 Conover St.
reported that a - group of
boys was breaking her win-'
dows and trespassing on her
property. The next day,
Mrs. ZJzinski of 240 South
Broadway complained that

-youngsters - were throwing
rocks at her houpe and
wrecking her fence.

There are many poMttii
explanations for fetR
dance of incidents
ing Juveniles in 8outh
boy according to
interviewed! "Of ,
with the warmer weafttr
approaching, everyone If
touched, to v a r y i n g
degrees, with a bit of sprtnf
fever. Young people have
traditionally manifested
this 'disease* by certain
acts of enthusaism; unfor-
tunately the enthusiasm of~
ten dissolve* into vandal-
ism and other irrespon-
sible behavior. But South -
.Amboy seems particularly
plagued with a year round
juvenile problem. On a.
weekday night, upwards of
100 young people $an be
seen milling in the area of

'the Public library.'*
One police officer thinks

the problem may not lie
with the youth of South Am-
boy alone. "I would bet
mat the majority of these
kids are from out of town."
He adds that ''I've been
trying for years to figure
out why.they, come to South
Amboy." ,

Another resident of the
town sees the problem in
a different way. She says
that "we just don't have
enough facilities for these
kids. They really have nb
place to go." Whether that
is an accurate assessment
of the problem or not, one
look at the police ledger
Bhows that the kids are
getting most; of thair rec-
reation in the streets.: And-
right now that is an irri-
tating and potentially, dan-
gerous situation.

on- March 29th by the
screams of hie son, who
was in the family backyard.
Kuran said he went to the
bedroom window and saw
the beagle growling, a bout
five feet fmm the boy. He
took a ,<K2 caliber rifle
from a closet, went into the
backyard, and attempted to
stet- between his son and
the dog, The "dog, he" tee-
rifled, lunged for his leg
and he fired twice.
A representative from the

Society for the Prevention
of Crue l ty to Animals
CS.P.CA.) testified that he
examined the dpg subse-
quent to the shooting and
found wounds on the left
eye and the neck. He also
said that surgery for
the removal of the dog's
left eye has been performed
at the Lowell Animal Hos-
pital and that the animal
has lost hearing in its left
ear.

And still
later, Mayor O'Leary said
that it was his understand-
ing thar"HIT Tapes' would
convey glycof, an anti-
freeze solution. It is this
kind of oonfuslon which

sms to harden the girlB
to their task.
The Concerned Citizens

do not think mat these prob-
lems (especially the oil
refinery) are exclusively
South Amboy1 s problems.
"Anyone who breathes the
air is affected," says Mrs.
Horvath, "and we welcome
any help from people in
the area." As for helping
in the past, they say that
about 12 people helped them
circular* petitions. They
have plans to hold a meet-
ing very soon to mobilize
more support against the
refinery. They have, as yet,
received no support from
any member of the City
Council.
The girls' entrance into

the arena of social and po-
litical activism has not,
they oay,- uprfet their per-
sonal lives. Mrs. Sattllaro,
a medical assistant, says
"there Have been no fam-
ily spats yet/' Mrs. Hor-
vath says my husband be-
lieves I should be home
but since he doesn't have
me time for this kind of
involvement, he approves."
Mrs. Duggin and Mrs. Lof-
tus have also found their
lives at home unchanged.

The girls are eagerly
awaiting a. victory in the
Super marine affair. They
have plans to push for a
new school and Improved
recreational facilities in
town. They are proud of
the city and expect to live
here for some time, and
so their personal stake in
the fortunes of South Amboy
and their sensitivity about
the current ecological cri-
ses have ignited their de-
termination. There is little
doubt mat in the years to
come, the concern of the
Concerned Citizens will
create a vigorous and
healthy forum In South Amr
boy.

Chicago (NFS) - A growing
concern for environmental
preservation it brinUng about
some startling attitude changes
among* homemakers, reports
Mrs. FauUna Church, home ser-
vica advisor for a leading manu-
facturer vf plastic houstwares.

"These changes first became
apparent in supermarkets as
shoppers began to reeJst pack-
aging materials and techniques
they regarded as potential dis-
posal problems," she noted.
"And sonv. food processors
have respor ded - at least, to a
degree - with more acceptable
substitute*."

Now there'* a rising chorus
of objections to automatic
dishwashers end garbage dis-
posers as "excessive water
users," "contributors to sewegr
systerri overloads." and even
"unnecessary noise pol-
lutants," she observed

WHILE NOT n*r*<«atily
agrermg with such strong con-
demnations, Mrs. Church does
