Started in Nebraska
Arbor Day was origina-

ted to promote tree plant-
ing for future sawtlmber,
windbreaks, fue l wood*
fence posts, and other for-
est products. Also, it was
originated to promote tbe
planting of trees to protect
and beautify homes.

Arbor Day was first ob-
served in Nebraska in 1872.
J. Sterling Morton, then
a member of the State Bd.
of Agriculture and later
United States Secretary of
Agriculture conceived the
idea. At a meeting of the
State Board of Agriculture ,
in Nebraska, held at Lin-
coln, January 4, 1872, he
Introduced a resolution
providing for a day to fee '
©specially set apart an*
consecrated to tree plant*
ingNjn Nebraska and to be *
named Arbor Day. The r e s -
olution was adopted. Ne-
braska's first Arbor D«y
resulted in the planting of
more than a million trees.

A Million Trees
a Year in New Jersey

New Jersey has thousands
of acres of idle land, land
not suited to the growing
of other farm crops. This
type Of land should be
planted to tre.es.'
New Jersey landowners

are planting over a million '
trees a year for forest pro-
ducts and for soil and wa-
ter conservation. Addition-
al ' thousands are being
planted for ornamental
purposes.

Among other groups that
promote tree planting are
the schools throughout tbe

. State that manage their own
woodlands. These wood-
lands serve- as field' lab-
oratories for boys and girls
who not. only plant trees
but harvest them as well.

Community Forests
Some towns have acquired

land for community for- '
t £su-.. These wooded areas
' are managed mainly for

recreation- with forest pro-
ducts and water conser- .
vation as byproducts. Many
community forests in fchis
country are giving good

, 3(irvice to tfte people^ who-
plant and manage them.

' " Incinerator. He finds he can achieve

reductions of up to a third in the weight of material
composted over a>four-day period.

Composing is an article of batch
faith for many organic
farmers and home garden-
ers, but to a Rutgers en-
vironmental microbiologist
It's sirnply a promising
technique of waste disposal.
"As society conies to the

point where It doesn't want
to put raw solid waste into
the environment, com-
posting will look Increas-
ingly attractive/' says
Melvin "S. Finutein, asso-
ciate professor of environ-
mental science at the Col-
lege 'of Agriculture and
Environmental Science. '

Dr. Finsteln believes that
large scale municipal com-
posting /'may recover a
part, but certainly not all"
of treatment and disposal
costs through the sale of
humus for horticultural and
home gardening uses. .

" Compared to some other
methods! composting is ex-
pensive, he says,"but it's
necessary to put the whole
situation into perspective.

. So-called 'sanitary1 land-
fills are initially much less
eostly, but secondary prob-
lems such as ground wa-
ter pollution, escaping
odors, or generation of ex-

- plosive gases such as
methane may bring the real
cost higher.
"And the expense of add-

ing required air pollution
control equipment brings
incincerarion into roughly
the same cost range as
composting."

> Historically, most of the
research on composting.
Dr. Finstein points out, ha-s
emphasized ltsuse in agri-
culture rather than as a
method of Waste treatment.
His investigations, conduc-
ted with the assistance of

' graduate students, center
around maximizing the rate
of decomposition through
manipulation of tempera-
ture, moisture and aera-
tion. .

Preliminary results indi-
cate that the laboratory
mixture (half and half table
scrtps and shredded news-
papers) decomposes most
rapidly, at about 140 deg-

- roes Fahrenheit and 50 per
cent moisture. Continuous
pumping of air through the
mixture provides the oxy-
gen needed by the micro-
organisms responsible for
decomposition. ,,
""Oursr is a continuous,
high - temperature sys-

system used by the
home gardener in^which one
pile decomposes from
waste • to humus, usually
heaped in a pile out of
doors, taking much longer
than the process we em-
ploy/'

Dr. Finsteln has found
weight reductions of up to a
third In the material he is
composting in the labora-
tory during a four-day per-
iod.. If desired, sewage
sludge can be combined
with. refuse for reduction
to humus. •-••• .-
"We know that composting

is technologically feasible,
and is an ecologically sound
method of recycling wastes
into fertilizer and soil
builders," he concludes.
"The main stumbling block
that I see is the need for
further utilization of the
end product, and here we
will have to use or ingen-
uity in adding to the tra-
ditional uses . '
