Two Emergency Resolutions

At a short meeting of the
City Council held Tuesday
evening, emergency reso-
lution was passed appro-
priating $7,500 to pay off
10 subcontractors to settle
a litigation between Omar
Construction, flm. and the
city. • 1 ' .

The $7,500 was the final
payment which the Bub-
contractors, who rendered
services on the new city
hall, agreed to accept after
it was reported that
the builder of the city hall.
Is allegedly bankrupt.

The council voted on Feb.
16 to withhold the remain-
Ing $19,000 owed to Omar
Construction after the sub-
contractors contacted the
city in an attempt to claim
monies owed to them by
Omar. The funds were
placed in escrow with the
Superior Court for dis-
tribution to the unpaid sub-
contractors. •

The subcontractors infor-
mall agreed to accept 45
percent* of the approxi-
mately $59,000 Omar con-

-tvacted to pay them.
A hearing is set for Frii-

day in the Superior Court
to release the $19,000 to
the subcontractors. The
council reportedly plans to
file a suit against Omar,
for falsification of claim. I

The council also voted
to pass an emergency re-

so lu t ion appropriating
$5,000 for the acquisition
of playground facilities at
the end of First Street.

Councilman James lnman
of the Third Waxd said he
Is going to contact Police
Chief Edward O-Leary rer
questing thai numbers of
youths congregating at the
Rarltan Diner be cleared
away. He said residents
near the diner .have been
complatruing about noise.

The council approved the
