LEONARD MURDER TRIAL DATE

Another Letter to The Editor on Page 2
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Allen Leonard will, stand
trial alone on Sept. 19 for
the 1970 bludgeon murder
of his father In Sa'yrevllle
and the defuse may try to
prove that the widow en-
gineered the slaying.

These developments em-
erged yesterday before
County Court Judge The*
odore Appleby who heard
pre-trial motions by the
defense and prosecution In
the case at which he will
preside.
Appleby granted one mo-

tion by Assistant Prose-
cutor Edward Barone to

. sever the 21-year-old de-
fendant's wife, Linda, 22,
and mother, Mrs. Audrey
Leonard Ferguson, from
fhe trial. He reserved de-
cision on a motion by de-
fense counsel J. Norris
Harding to reduce young '
Leonard's bail from $23,-
Q00 to $5,000.

The Judge also granted
Harding's motion for dis-
co"3rv and It was then that
the New.Brunswick attor-
ney outlined a possible ap-
proach by the defense—the
claim that Mrs. Ferguson
"stood to gain the' most"
•from the death of her late
husband, Robert, on June 18
1970.
Leonard, 40, was beaten to

death in the family's for-
mer home on Lincoln St.,
Morgan, and his body was
then loaded Into the trunk
of his 1970-model car
which was then abandoned
in South Amboy.

Despite an Intensive In-
vestigation, no charges
were filed In the murder
case until January when
Leonard, his wife and mo-
ther, whoremarrlid, were
arrested in the Richmond,
Va., area and subsequent-
ly returned h^re.

INVESTIGATION

Based on more than. 18
months of investigation,
primarily, by DetecUve
Robert Petereon of the
Prosecutor's Office and
SayreviUe Detective Stan-•
ley Swider, the Middlesex
County Grind Jury Indicted
all three: Leonard for the
actual murder and his wife
and mother tor aiding and
abetting him and conspir-
ing with him to carry put
the slaying.
On May » , Mr*. Fergu-

pleaded guilty to two
lesser crimes—concealing
a crime and giving false in-
formation to the police—
dui'ng a proceeding before
County Court Judge John
B. Molineux.

At that time Barone said
the state would recommend
to the court that the con-
spiracy and aiding and ab-
etting charges against Mrs.
Ferguson be dropped and
that she be given no more
than five years' 'imprison*
ment for the two crimes.
Although, the assistant

''-prosecutor declined com-
ment, it appears that this
wa3 done to insure Mrs.
F e r g u s on's cooperation
with the state in appearing
as the prosecution's prin-
cipal, witness against her
BOJJ.
Leonard s wife had been

scheduled to accept this
role until the development
of legal problems because
a wife cannot testify against
her husband in such cases
without his consent.
