. The action is pjirt of die
Council's continuing stand
against violators of the.
state Division of Alcoholic
Beverage Control Regula-
tions.

Pelican's Tavern, situated
at John Street ana Stevens
Avenue, will be closed be-
ginning September 1 and
will remain 'closed for a
period of 59 days. The
charges against Pelican's
came as a result of a po-
lice raid there last July 1.
According IO the police
report, four minors were
being served while an addi-
tional youth had been al-
lowed to"playahuffleboard
and hang out* there.
A second bar, Burdak's

Tavern of Cedar and Cen-
ter Streets, will be closed
for 25 days starting Sep-
tember 8. Burdars was
charged similarly — the
sale of alcoholic beverages
to a minor.
Edward Block of Sayre-

ville,° attorney for the es-
tablishment, requested a
30 day reprieve even be-
fore Council had made its
decision. Block estimated
that 30 days waa needed so
that his client could appeal
to the ABC for a fine in
lieu of closing. John Mul-
lane. Council Attorney,
ruled however that a Coun-
cil decision, one way or the
other, was mandated so that
.the state board could have
something to work on.
Block then requested the
30 day'grace period be in-
serted before the decided
date of closing.
After recess, Council an-

nounced that this was the
second case against Bur-
dak's and in that light acted
negatively to Block's re-
quest. The tavern owner
now only has ten day* pri-
or to suspension to appeal
to the state.
The Cloverleaf Tavern,

Broadway and John Street,
was dosed on a like charge
dating back to December,
1971. In this instance the
minor served was only 16
years old. The Cloverleaf
will be closed from
September 8 to 28.

Vincent Walsh, the owner,
explained that he was not
present at the time but
would still plead guilty.
