I he enclosed picture* taken this week of a local situ-
ation reveal only a portion of the expense (tax $) in
equipment and work force (15 visible) used once again
on aspirin while ignoring the source of the headache.

In reality
t$ey should require weapons for the neglect and com-
placency evident here by both county and local offi-
cials has resulted in. such a continued expense and
tax dollar strain qualifying it as highway robbery.

The seriousness of flooding conditions and the resulting
work load of mud and dirt removal along lower Main
Street has existed unresolved all too long despite
complaints and embarrassing publicity in local papers;
Political rhetoric may expose these situations more
clearly for the expensive blunders and shore-sighted-
ness they represent but the unfulfilled promises of relief
in these situations should also expose the incompetence
of those with authorit) to act and the incompetence
of those whose responsibility should demand this needed
action^ The abase of prolonging this, needless expense
when more than enough has already been spent iri main-
teriance to cover the cost'of rectifying this situation.

A comparable felony of tax abuse is at the hole In
the wall* where city employees are required to maintain
after almost every rainstorm using both men and
equipment relieving ;the county of this responsibility
and thereby doplicatlng roe expense locally.

A history of serious and near tragic events-has
plagued this area yet at the present time the lights are
off more than they are on.

As election grows nearer promises will come fast,
but for all too long results have been only half fast
and our local tax bite skyrockets^to the top of the
heap. We'd better wake up.

REPUBLICAN CANDIDATE STANLEY JANKOWSKI SPEAKS OUT
In reply to the comments of Mr. Albert Sorrentino,

the second ward councilman in South Amboy, wherein
he stated that he "voted yes on the application of
the McCormick Sand Co. to build in the city of South
Amboy since there was no other alternative. The
area was zoned for heavy industry and the company
could have involved the city in an expensive lawsuit
if the application was denied/' Thats hog wash and
he knows it. Mr; Sorrentino had a number of moral
and legal alternatives he could have followed

On August 5th, 1969 the McCormick Sand Co. ap- ,
peared before the South Amboy council with an appli-
cation to construct a barge loading site in South Amboy
in compliance with city ordinance #640. This ordinance
has nothing to do with zoning Or planning. On August
7th, two days later, Mr. Coan issued a building permit
under ordinance 640 to McCormick Sand to locate and
build in South Amboy. No sub-division approval had
been given yet. In November 1969 the 24 acre tract was
conveyed unlawfully to McCormick Sand by Penn Cen-
tral without prior sub-division approval. This trans-
action was void and contrary to the statutes of the
state of New Jersey. The Planning, board did approve
the sub-division by unanimous vote on September
15, 1970. As an elected official of this city Mr.
Sorrentino, having been alerted on August 5th, 1969
and aware of the dangers involved and the possible
controversy that could develop on a construction of this
type so close to the property of the people ou Augusta
St., could have voted no. He could have first demanded
"to see some type of plans and on these he would see
the' railroad tracks.being-constructed 10 feet behind
the residential property lines and could have demanded
a set back of from 50 to, 100 yards behind these.pro-
perties.. He could have said this will not do and get
it moved back before you will get my vote and he couK
have asked for mor*- Stalled plans for the protection
of the citizens and their properties and if refused his
requests could have bought the matter to the attention
to the people and voted no all the way. But not only
did he second Mr. O'Leary's motion to bring this
company to the city he voted yes for McCormick on ev-
ery question that came up. Mr. Sorrentino would have
you believe that he was looking out for the beat In-
terests of the citizens when he voted yes on McCor-
micks application knowing full well that proper pro-
cedures had not been followed. Knowing this full
situation what suit could McCormick Sand have bought
against the city. If city officials including the planning
consultant aita legal counsel had really wanted to stop
the construction until all plans had been reviewed and
proper procedures followed a legal decision by the courts
would have only granted McCormick the right to continue
construction.

This would have not involved the city in any expensive
law suit or financial loses as Mr. Sorrentino would
have you believe. He is using this phrase now as Mr.
O'Leary has used it a number of times to the Augusta
St. residents from the council dias to put the fear into
the peoples mind that the city could have met with a
great financial loss if they tried to stop McCormick
from building. Remember, this waŝ back in construction
and not in the time after their operation had begun. Mr.
Sorrentino was in full knowledge ov everything going on
behind closed doors and at private meetings. As a last
resort he could have attempted to maintain the confi-
dence of the people by voting no on the final reading of
the application but he gave the Mayor another automatic
pushbutton vote ofyea.Mr.Q'Learydidmakea comment
that this company hid entered the city through the back
door. They sure did and be opened it for them and Mr.
Sorrentino spread the mat for them to wipe their sandy

The one bright
spot of progress.tn town is the public library where
our young go to get some help in their education.

If Mr. Sorrentino supports a merit pay
system let him start with the right positions, not Just
with the friends of the administration.

He stated he favored the creation of a citizens
lounge in the city. Why has he not recommenced this
many months ago at a council meeting or is this another
election promise that will not" be kept. He objects to
benches at well occupied corners for moments of relax*
atioris stating that youths would congregate around the
benches at night and create a police problem. Mr. Sor-
rentino, we have Our youth problems in the city now with-,
out involving ar̂ y public benches and how many, com-
plaints have been made to the city council by residents
the merchants of the second ward and not once have
you put any effort into ways to correct this- situation.
The new city hall basement grabbed a big headline a
year ago for Mr. O'L^ary when he announced a recrea-
tion site would be established there for teenagers. Its
part of your ward Mr. Sorrentino and where Is*that
recreation site that is badly needed along Broadway
today that Was spoken of over a year ago.

Mr. Sorrentino insisted he doesn't vote /ittune dem-
ocratic majority as a rule. He voted ye a on the issue
of unfair salary increases for city employees because
he favors the Mayors recommendations and that he res-
pects the Mayor8 opinion on budgetary matters, He.voted
yes on the McCormick Sand application on the recom-
mendation of the Mayor. You could count the times Mr.
S. voted against 4hy recommendation or proposal of the
Mayor on one. finger. He Is part of the old machine.
and is an automatic sure yes vote for O'Leary on any
issue. There is an old Raying to add, "to get along, go
along," and Mr. Sorrentino does this quite well.

The people whose street** are. breaking up for need of
repairs know his remarks on street Improvements were
just so much coverup nearing election day. If Mr, Sor-v
rentlno is so concerned about the second ward how
long will it take him to have a real safety hazard re-
paired by demanding that the- divider fence at the rail-
road station be replaced to prevent children and adults
from crossing over the tracks In front of approaching
trains in the station.

I wish to remind the voting public that in my criti-
cisms of a few weeks ago I made no mention of fire
apparatus equipment. If my opponent is so concerned
about cutting a budget which would result in Inefficiency
in that department and he was trying to hole the line in
face of rising costB why would he think twice about cut-
ting expenses in the* fire department for any type of
equipment needed. He quites the price of a length of
hose as having risen from $100 to about $140 over a
period of three years. I would not question the expense
of any fire department euqipment if the Chief and his
Assistants thought it was necessary and involved
with the safety of the public and the firemen themselves.
I am sure if the second ward councilman can vote yes for
approval of a voucher for $950 for geraniums along
with his conorts, and vote yess for a $5000 expenditure to'
buy up individual liquor licenses then he could have
applied these kinds of funds to purchase a lote of fire
hose and fire apparatus safety equipment. Deficit spend-
ing is responsible for the citys present economic diffi-.
culties and high tax rate. The curtailment of foolish
spending accity hall would be the first big improvement
the administration can make to cut any budget. '
