Leary, active in local pol-
itics for the past 25 yeas,
will be seeking a seat as
a"Middlesex County Free-
holder on the Democratic
ticket next I uesday.

O* Leary, who was elected
to a 4-year term as mayor
of South Amboy In 1970,
is the running mate of in-
cumbent freeholder George
Otlowakl.

A native of South Amboy,
O'Leary attended local
schools and holds a B.s. .
degree In business admin-
istration from Fbrdham
University;

A U,S. Afr Fnrce veteran
who served in China, Bur-
rna and the India theater
during Wurld War II.-
O* Leary is the holder of an
Air. Medal with an Oak
Leaf Cluster. - During his
military 'service ho earned
three' battle SUCH and a
presidential citation.
Q* Leary firstentered pol-

itics In: 1948 whefv be was
elected to a 2-year term
as councilman and was re-
elected to.two more terms,
until he ran successfully -
for the mayoral position 4ft-

t eary served on the Hoard
of Public Works and in
j.968 he 'was appointed by
Mayor Richard-Schultz to
fill an unexpired seat 6n
the Council.

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In a non-mayoral election
year, six candidates have
waged an active campaign
for three available spots
on the South Amboy City
Council. "

Democratic incumbents
Frank Zebro of the first
ward and Albert Sorrentino
of the second ward are
being opposed by Repub-
licans Kenneth Rogers and.
Stanley Jankowski while
Republican incumbent .
James Inman is being op-
posed by Wilbur Schmidt In
the third ward.

Rogers has concentrated
on the issue of flooding in
the city and at one point
raised the question of why
city employees were used
to clear a roadway that
he charged was the coun-
ty's responsibility.
•Zebro-s answer was that

he and county officials had
toured the flood-prone ar -
eas and, as a result, coun-
ty employees cleared the
catch basins in these areas^,

Jankowski has waggd a
long campaign revolving on
the location of the McCor-
mack Sand and Gravel
Company at the foot of
Augusta St. and the com-
plaints of residents about
flooding, dust and noise
caused by the company's
operation.

In reply to the letter in die News Tribune last
week from Mr. Edward McLane, Business Administra-
tor, City of South Amboy, wherin he stated''when the
citizens of South Amboy read the (1971) audit they will
find there have been no overexpenditures as stated
by Mr. Norek in his letter."

On this date I thoroughly checked the city's 1971
audit to the best of my layman's ability and have to
admit to Mr. McLane. my figure of $71,000 in over-
expenditures was in error. 1 have found more than
that figure and I quote below from Seaman, Seaman
and Oslislo audit, Page #4.
Overexpenditure of improvement*

authorization

Special Emergency authorization

Overexpenditure of 1969,

(Comment by the auditors) "above items have been
covered by appropriations in die 1972 budget. It was
noted that overexpenditures existed in the various
accounts. Every effort should be made to eliminate
this condition. Expenditures should be limited to the
amount of the appropriation or authorization."

* This amount was not put out for public bidding
as required by state statute.

No matter how" Mr. McLane tries to say it his state-.
ment that there were no overexpenditures in the 1971
audit of the City of South Amboy Is nothing more than
a blatant fabrication of die truth. 1 state emphatically
to the people that they existed as facts and thev are
paying for these overexpendltures in their 1972 tax
bills. The financial audit that Mr. McLane had published
in our Soirth Amboy Citizen was a "summary" of die
audit and not the true figures that can be found i n die
complete audit. i

It is ironic that die Business Administrator should
have to come to die defense of die Mayor and die finan-
cial situation as we find it here in South Amboy, and I
am of die opinion tjhat die people of South Amboy are
going to do somedilng about straightening out dils entire
mess in city hall next Tuesday. - *

According tq Dr. Pater-
niti, iinc* Pttten entered
Congress in 1963, "he has
been an active and pro-
ductive lawmaker." A few
of die bills dw congress-
man co-sponiottd that
were signed into taw. In-
cluded: medicare. . . tax
reform. . . air and water
pollution conrol. . . occu-
pational safety and health
. . . consumer protection,
veterans taneflts and in-
creased aid to education -
from expanded aid to li-
braries, to die first Arts
and Humanities Act.

ten helped sponsor that was

'during the last Congress -
the 92nd:
Health manpower training

. . . attacking diseases of
die heart, lungs, and blood

and other measures, rang-
ing from what Dr. Patemiti
called "the most compre-
hensive and promising wa-
ter pollution control bill in
history/' to more soc. se-
curity.

Describing Patten's le-
gislative record as "re-
sponsive and impressive,"
Dr. Patemiti noted that
since the congressman's
elevation to the Health and
Education Subcommittee on
Appropriations two years
ago, he has concentrated
on health legislation, "not
only because it is good for
the Nation, but, above all,
because it helps people.
"Ed Patten l a s helped

lead the fight on that sub-
committee for expanded
Federal aid and action in
both health and education
- the most important of all
fields - areas that affect
every American in some
way, he said.
