was Municipal Judge John
R. Everett. Also named waa
Frederick Kurtz to replace
Pierce.
Joseph Hoffman, the son of

Doctor C.W. Hoffman has
been named to replace Ev-
erett at the Magistrate
post.
"MuUane's been wanting

to retire for years," Coun-
cilman Albert Sorrentino
said after the meeting," but
we've been begging nim to
stay on.

Councilman James Inman
had questioned the mayor
regarding the salary to be
awarded Everett, who w i l l ;
serve out the remaining two
years of Mullane's term of
office. O'Leary had com-
mented later that a meeting
will be held before the end
of the year to determine
whether or not it is possi-
ble to have Everett work on ,
a flat salary' rather than
an individual .fee basis.
"And thereJsagbodchance
of that," said O'Leary. It
was also noted that Mul-
lane's fees over the last
two years will be compiled
to use as a basis for ;he
negotiating.

During the voting on all
three moves, Inman stuck

_tojiis "No" vote. He de-

clined to comment later
aa to why he hai done so
but said that a prepared
press release would be
made available shortly.
In other business Tues-

day, Council was notified .
that $2,153 has been al-
toted them from the state
for construction and main-
tenance of roads.

Because the municipality
operates on a calendar year
basis, the funds will be
available for use come Ju-
ly 1, 1973.
