Characterizing his dis-
approval with "extreme
regret'1, Clancy noted a
lack of' outdoor space and'
the presence of large gas

. mains under the proposed
site as reasons fariils de-
cision.

Clancy's rejection fol-
lowed a visit to the John St.
site with Irving Peterson,
Chief Consultant of State
Facility Planning Services
on Jan. 9.

• Clancy mentioned five
other possible sues for
construction of a school
including the land fill area,
the;'*-Penn' Central;property
off Main St., the Memorial
Field Bite and two areas
in Sayrevllle '- the Water
Works and a farm on Bor*-

. dentOwn Ave.
The first two of these

: sites, in particular, are
more desirable locations
for a school, Clancy said.

Board reaction to the sug-
gestion was quick. "It a
easy for Mr. Clancy to sit
at a distance and judge a

• piece of ground without
knowing why we chose it",
said member William Mc-
Gowan. "No other piece

< of ground is available to
us, he said adding that
"IT we can't build a school
on this site It's question-
able if we can build it any-
where else".
"I don't think we're fool-

ish enough to hulida school
ovtr a gas main", member
Thomas O'Brien said.
Board members voted to

meet with Clahcy and a
representative of the N.J.
State Board of Education to.
discuss the proposed site.
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Board members approved
a tentative $1,252,019.60
budget for 1973-74. The
proposed figure represents
an Increase of $159,4Oft.6O
over the 1972-73 budget.
This includes a $73,28v.SO
raise in teachers salaries,
a $29,600.00 increase In
transportation s e r v i c e s
and a $22,000,00 hike in
tuition charges.

on Broadway and Augusta
St. i

According to Sgt. James
Tedesco, South Amboy
Traffic Co-ordinator, the
map pinpoints high acci-
dent locations .and areas
In the city.
"The purpose of the map

Is to make the public aware
of the large number of ac-
cidents which have oc-
curred In South Amboy dur-
ing 1972," Tedesco said.

The map shows a total of
550 accidents within city
limits, in 197J2 including
220 injuries and 3 fatali-
ties. 390 accidents Includ-
ing 1 fatality were reported
for 1971.
" Records show that the

highest number of acci-
dents ever suffered oc-
curred in 1972," Tedesco
said.

Tedesco said that the traf-
fic division will study the*
map and devise means such
as, signs and road mark-
ings and Inforcement pro-
grams in an effort to re-
duce accidents throughout
the city.

"What is to be prevented
must be known before it
can be prevented/' the
traffic co-ordinator said.
