Democratic -councilman
Theodore J ewandoski
commented that a large
amour of debris including
automobile parts and other
garbage lies behind the
Colonel Garter establish-
ment on Rt. 33. Dingier was
asked to check each com-
plaint and submit a report
at the next meeting.

Mrs. Josephine Kefus. 240
Gordon St., complained
about the noise and fumes
coming from the . Gilette

-Trucking Co; on Cordon
St. Mrs. Kefus claimed that
the trucks are started as
early as 5 a.m. andJthat
oil frorn the Co. runs free-
ly or. the road. "Ipay resi-
dential taxes but 1 don't
need this/' she said.

When it opens ltsnew
facilities at -340 Borden-
town Avenue, South Am-
boy. early in 1973. South
Amboy Memorial Hospital
will be providing vital
health services for 185,000
residents of 17 towns in
Southeastern Middlesex
County, according to Eu-
gene J. Nieto, administra-
tor* Many persons, how-
ever, are not aware that
these health facilities are
available. "We face a mas-
sive educational task," he
says, "to tell the people in
this h e a v i l y populated
catchment basin just how
and why South Amboy Me-
morial Hospital facilities
serve them and. why the
hospital through its on-
going community fund cam-
paign needs'their help/'

The catchment basin of
which Mr. Nieto speaks
covers the area from the
Raritan to Monroe Town-
ship; it is bordered on the
west by East Brunswick
and on the east by the
s e a b o a r d .communities
.from Laurence Harbor to
Key port to parts of Mata-
wan. Pointing to the map
which shows the hospital s
service area, Mr.. Nieto .
stresses that this life-
saving care is really only
minutes away for persons
living in the shaded service
area shown on the map
(see illustration) —direct-
ly accessible via routes 9,
34, .35, 535, the,.Borden-
town - Amboy Turnpike,
Garden State Parkway and
N. J. Turnpike. People In
borderline: areas to the
southeast, he says, will be
using this hospital for sev-
eral years to come, since
proposed facilities in the
South Brunswick area are
still in. the early planning
stages.
vThe new facility will in-
crease the hospital's bed
capacity fro m 6.0 to 165.
beds, hopefully alleviating
the acute shortage of beds,
which causes many patients
to, wait up to a month for
elective surgery in this
area. In order to provide
hospital beds required for
185,000 residents in South-
eastern Middlesex County,
the hospital's board ob-
tained endorsement for ex-
psnion in 1969. As a result
of this expansion, 130 beds
will be available for medi-
cal-surgical care; 20 for

maternity care and 15 for
in-patient mental health
care. The extension will be
conrained in a four-story
building; allowances have
been made for adding a
fifth' story at a future date.
Nieto states, "Improved

mental health care is a
major challenge, for. which
the hospital will take re-
sponsibility in this broad <
community. We need the
interest and support of all
as we take the lead toward,
providing comprehensive
health care in this rapidly
growing region."
