A municipal tax rate of 4fl
cents per $100. down a cent
from last year, was expected
to be shown in a 1975 budget
to be introduced by the City
Council last night. The
amount to be raised for
general purposes was listed
at $3,113,303

Proposals for
Senior Citizens
Housing Sketchy
Senior citizens housing for

South Amboy is still very
much in the preliminary
stage. Woodrow McCarthy,
of the Housing Authority,
disclosed Monday. He

' pointed this out that there
should be no undue
expectations of iminent
developments until a variety
of proposals have been
evaluated and appraised.

McCarthy disclosed that
while there was a discussion
with a developer, the I.
Wharton Co.. New York,
with the Housing Authority
Members and the Council on
a recent date, it was not a
definite proposal outlining
the location, the number of
housing unite, the number of
stories and the rents to be
charged The developers
looked at a location in the
landfill area, but it would
take engineering studies in
de|.l» io determine if a high-
rise structure could T>e
located on the site
Otherwise they looked at
possible sites on Broadway
and Main St. However, these
'sites involve purchase or
condemnation of properties
which would make the
rendering of a senior citizen*
complex more costly than a
purchase of undeveloped
city-owned land at the
waterfront. ~

The Authority expects to
receive a proposal from a
New Jersey firm this month
and may still get proposals
from other firms. The
Wharton firm, and the firm to
submit a proposal in March
are both approved for
financing through the N J
Housing Finance agency and
have put up senior citizens
complexes now in use
through bonding obtained
through that agency -

A report that rents
might run as high as $330 per
month are demurred by
Housing Authority members
as derived of rumors without
factual report on the
allowance nude to senior
citizens to bring the impost
down to a limit within, their
resources, such as Social
Security and interest and
dividends from savings;
mortgage and loan
investments, stocks and
bonds and pensions.

Any proposal to be finally
accepted will be a composite
of the beat offering made on
the basis of rents to be
charged aa efautat the coats
of construction and the
amortization and operation
of the structure.

$16,488 from an allowance on
school costs that the Council
assumed last vear, plus the
186.800 the- state
commissioner of education
restored from the 1103,000
cut out of the 1974-75 school
budget Usi year At this
school year terminates June
30. the total IM800 hat to be
raised in the 1975 municipal
tax levy that it will be on
hand and applicable before
the current school year runs
out.

Edward McLane, City
Administrator, said Tuesday
that preliminary rate, baaed
on the 1975-76 school budget
as introduced and the school
budget applicable in the
current school year, would
be $4.U per $100 in 1975. This
compares with a final
overall rate of 13.41 for $100
for 1974. The final figures for
1975 cannot be anttetMted
until the fate of the ifTft-76
school budget is known in the
Mar 11 election.
' The tax rate figures are
based on a $55,609,120
ratables figures in the
assessor's duplicate report
for this year.

The date for the hearing on
the municipal budget is in a
30-day span from ita
introduction and adoption by—
the municipal Council, but a
complication has developed
this >ear because of the
holding of a vote on school
budget a month later than
the accustomed early
February date. Should the
school budget be defeated
and then trimmed by the
City Council, the reserve for
uncoilected taxes would be
affected.

The municipal budget will
be printed in full in the South
Amboy Citizen Mar. 13.
