All five contestants have
declared for .pgrading the
school system’s facilities. No
candidates. other than board
members, appeared at the
‘budget hearing, so the

. Likewise. the pasition of
Schmidt and Kaboski on the
use of the landfill site for a
high school are necessarily
restricted An architect has
already been hired to design
a building for 'the site, so
there is not much that can be
said on the subject until a
formal design plan s
produced by the architect
and the result of borings and
surveys are revealed by the

engineer.

Last  year Kaboski
campaigned in favor of ulin1
the John St. site for schoo!
needs rather than the
landfill. But now it is most
unlikely that anything will
be forthcoming from th
architect or the engineer.in
advance of the date of the
election, so any declaraction
on the issue of locating a
high school on the landfiil
would be speculative. '

But there is a third issue at
stake. for Schmidt and
Kaboski, that is,
commentary nn the acts of
thelr incumbent rivals on
their general performance of
school board member duties.

For one incumbent

member, Frank Zebro, there

is noting on which he has to
become invoived as he is an
unopposed candidate for a
two-year term and is thereby
assured of election.
