accomodate.

Hodes took this action on
receipt Monday of a ruling
from Deputy Attorney
General Susan Pollard Gifts
that the State Commissioner
of Kducation has the power
to close a school
"determined to be
unsuitable" for use because
of inadequate facilities to
provide children of a district
with the "thorough and
efficient'* education ordered
in the State Constitution. It is
the opinion of Mrs. Gifis that
the Commissioner can direct
a school board to enter into a
sending-receiving district
relationship with another
district tott overcome
unfavorable conditions

The Sooth Amboy Citizens
for Education could not get
all they wanted in that Mrs
Gifis ruled the State
Commissioner could not
order school construction.
However, this was called a
secondary condiseration by
a spokesman for the group-
as it would take two years to
get a ww school built arid
what the Citizens for
Kducation want is relief
from split sessions in the
i975-76schoolyear.

Hodes got off a letter to
Burke soon at he received
the opinion from the State
Attorney Generals office.

The opinion on the

last fall. When no ruling was
forthcoming, talk of taking
the Commission to court to
make him answer
developed U may W that
now the shoe will be on the
other foot, that Burkes
response to Hodes demand
will be to go into Superior
Court for a show cause order
to make City school officials
supply proof that the
educational program in City
schools is so deficient on a
split sessions basis that a
debasement of educational
standards truly exists.

If Burke does grant a
sending-reteiving district
relationship for the City
Board of Education and can
arrange or order one with
another district, the City
School Board will have to
seek funds for tuition and the
cost of out-of-district busing
And, with full sessions, there
can be no dlminuation of the
size of thrtaculty and usages
in the City.

The South Amboy Citizens
for Education are ready to
support a referendum for the
building of -. new high school
in the city but, their
spokesman points out,
bonding for such
construction facts a risky
reception from the voters in
these times, by the results of
recent school elections.

The students to oe drawn
for busing out of the district
would apparently have to be
drawn all from one school or
all from the full number in a
grade or grade* that there
would be no discrimination
as would -result from
splitting up grades or school
groups. The number to be
bussed could be drawn as
close as possible to the
number to remain In the City
that would be within the.
capacity of existing schools
ona full time baab.

l. 1940, when he was hired as
n sewer plant operator, Pe
attained a prof icienou, in his
work that enabled Jiim to
obtain a State License and
thereby qualify as an
assistant to the late John
Conlogue, who was city
engineer. When Michael
Nagle retired as Water
Commission, this duty was
added to Thompson's office
and he was made
Superintendent of Public
Works. He had completed *S
years in service of the City at
the time of his death.

Those who had been
working with him discerned
no deterioration in
Thompson's health in recent
days. He took his place
wearing his firemen's
uniform and with South
Amboy Volunteer Fire
Department marchers when
the parade started out from
the Mbnahan House 2 p.m.
Sunday The march had gone
a block when Thompson
collapsed. Firemen and
police rushed- to h»
assistance and Patrolmai

W i l l i a m H o u s m a n
administered oxygen from a
police car cannister until
South Amboy First Aid could
get to the scene through a
defile created in the line of
marchers. But Thompson
apparently had been
stricken fatally from the
start as he was pronounced
dead on arrival at South
Amboy Memorial Hospital

Thompson was born in
Jersey City but had lived in
South Amboy most of his life.
He was a member of
Enterprise Hook k Lad-
der Co No. 1, and of the
Sotlth Amboy Exempt
Firemen's Association. He
was aslo a member of the
Holy Name Society of St
Mary's R. C. Churcr. and of
Knights of Columbus Council
No. 426, and of South Amboy
Ancient Order of Hibernians
No. 1. He was a Potarian and
held membership in the N J.
Water Pollution Association
and the American Water
Works Association, a
professional organisation of
city public works engineers.
