(mount they were taking out

of the South Amboy Board of
Education's 1975-76 school
budget by 163,000 Thursday,
making tht total cut $182,000
from the ft 516,133 tht tax
revenues estimated by the
Board needed to run tht
schools for tht year. Tht
slash was expected to cut 36
point* out of a 42-polnt tax
increase for schools and hold
tht overall tax rate close to
last year's figure.

As predicted by John
Olexa, superintendent of
schools, the Board lost little
lime Monday appealing the
budget cuts to tht State
Commissioner of Education.
Oltxa emphasized the
Board's position by offering
tht names of all tenured
teachers for tht issuance of
new contract* but holding
back on offerii g them to non
tenured teach* rs until it
could be determined if one or
two teachers would have to
be dispensed with in. that
there would be no money to
pay them.

The school budget was
rejected by tht voters at the
Mar. 11 election by nearly a
3-1 majority. This rtsulttd in
the rtmandtng tht budgtt to
tht Council for reduction in
the amount to be. raised by
taxation. Bruce Richmond,
board president, termed
contacts between the board
and the Council so
unrevealing on the govern-
ing body's part that itbe-
