Dogs, what more to do
about then., was a problem
cooironting the South
Amboy Hoard of Health
Monday The City already
has a licensing ordinance for
dogs and cats. The Board
v.as atout to sign a contract
for animal control with the
Somerset County Humane
Society when Councilman
James Inman raised
question dbout the provision
that assesses a dog owner
$10 in transport costs and $2
per. anima.1 lo remove
unwanted dogs. Inman said
a neighbor of his with more
dogs than he wanted had
paid $14 thereby to get rid of
two dogs Inman felt this
unjust when the man could
have cleared himself of the
cost by just removing the
license tags on the animals
and letting them run loose
They would then have
become strays [a rx picked
up and disposed of at a cost
to the city. It was
acknowledged by the other
members that this was a
loophole that would mean
owners with excess dogs
putting the cost on the City
rather than themselves in
getting them removed. It
would also increase the stray
dog nuisance in the City.

This brought question if
the ordinance should be
amended to set a limitation
of two dogs and two cats per
household in the City, •hat
people would not have
excess animals to be
disposed of by the Somerset
people. Inman did not think
this would work becacuse
South Amboy has a large
number of hunters in its
populace and he could see
these men reacting bitterly
If they were compelled to cut
down the number of their
prise hunting dogs to tv/o.
