public education. The board
president saw the matter of
bussing pupils elsewhere
enly obtaining standing if the
evaluation oflocal schools is
so poor as to compel
stronghanded measures to
restore single sessions.

He said it was his
observation that the State
Department of Education
frowns on bussing
elementary school pupils out
of their own district. He
noted that there are vast
problems to be overcome to
entwine two school districts
in a shifting of students,
particularly in finding a
district with room for tailing
in students near to ono
wanting to place them.

Question wa* raised why
this should oe such a
problem with the birth rate
declining and school rooms
being partially emptied out
thereby in som* districts.
But again it was observed
this was mostly in the
primary grades where the
State does not go for bussing
pupils far from their homes.

The spectators then
wantod to know when the
evaluation report would be
made public. Richmond
estimated it could be
perused by the board by May
15 and eventually it would
become a public document
But Frank Zebro protested
against any disclosures
being made from the
evaluation report until the
board had ample time to
assess its contents without
being under pressures of any
kind.
