SIX STORY, 60-UNIT APARTMENTS
FOR SENIOR CITIZENS ON LANDFILL
A meeting will be held next

week on a proposal of the I
Wharton Co . (Great Neck.
LI 1 to erect a six-story 60
unit senior citizens
apartment on 1.7 acres on
the landfill. The Council
agreed to this after receiving
an outLne from the I.
Wharton Co. that was
referred to the governing
body by Woodrow McCarthy,
of the Housing Authority

The apartments would be
modeled on the ten-story
Bethany Manor apartments
m Keyport and the Rev
Norman Rlley, pastor of St
John's Methodist Church.
Keyport, the sponsor of that
non-profit undertaking, will
t>e on hand to describe the
operation The New Jersey
Housing Finance Agency
will only .oan money for the
construction if such a project
is under surveillance of an
eleemosynary organization
such as a church or a
veterans chapter

The Council moved to
clear up the landfill area
better to make it safer for a
senior citizens or high school
use by ordering that a
barracade be erected to keep
area fronY being used as a
drinking and center for area
youths Councilman James
inman said he felt the
publicity befalling South
Amboy from newt reports on
the fighting incidents of toe
past weekend was . a
disgrace *. He feared that

too many other towns were
content to have their neer-
do-wells take to South
Amboy to carry on their
dissolute and riotous actions,
inman said he did not blame
city police for the situation

Capt James Tedesco, city
police, recounted recourses
taken in times past to katp
disturbers out of th» landfill,
only to have tha youths lino
ways to mak t itschMs UM
blockades set op to kaap
them out of the landfill But
it was admitted that it had to
be, that a curfew for youths
in the landfill area was In
order and that posts should
be implanted in all other
access ways but the lower
end of George St. to katp out
their cars. With other
ingress cut off. an intensive
police watch could be put on
the George and Rosewell St.
intersection, it was agreed.

Councilman Thomas
O'Brien gained exception for
members of the Boat dub to
the ban on the nighttime
moving about of cars and
motorcycles on the landfill.

The Council men found
they could not participate in
a May 7 hearing before the
State Department of
Education on the South
Amboy Board of Education's
application to bond the
District for $5,391,000 to
erect a high school on the
landfill. The permission of
the Council for the bontllng is
needed, but the Council
members noted they were
getting a tetter as late as the
night of May 6 telling them to
be in Trenton at 10:30 a.m.
the next morning.

CUtNCY a ROSKEY CLASH

Or. James Clancy. County
Superintendent of Schools,
and Martin Roskey. a
f o r m e r m a y o r a l t y
candidate, clashed sharply
at the end of a hearing
Thursday sponsored by the
Citizens committee for
Better Schools for
elucidation on the tasue of
using a 9 5 acre tract on the
landfill as site for a
S 4,3 5 0,000 high school
building. The bitterness
erupted over what was said
and what occured at a
meeting laat year at the
county superintendent's
office when a three-man
citizens committee from
South Ambrv had appeared
at the Middlesex County
schools office to go over the
use of the landfill site for
achooL purposes

The South Amboy Board of
Education wants to present a
$5,371,000 bonding proposal
to the voters this summer forJ

building a high school. At the
meeting Thursday, Dr.
Robert Peterson, of the State
Department of Education
Division on Facilities
Planning, gave questioners
the assurance it would not be
necessary to specify the
landfill site in the proposal to
be submitted to the voters.
He stated that as the site had
already been dttdtd by the
City Council to the Board for
use lor school purposes, no
question was involved of
using part of the monies in
tbi bonding for buying a site
on which to tocita the school

This did not totally -
eliminate the matte*«i miss]
the landfill as qu—tttnhig
from spectators enctted the
information that three other
sites, one acreage owned by
the Penn Central R.D. and
two locations in Sayreville,
lust over the City line, had
been viewed. Dr. Peterson
affirmed the city could build
a high school outside its
bounds if there is found to be
no property of suitable size
ana characteristics within
it* bounds.

The mayor noted that with
four votes needed on the
Council to get the bonding
approved, opposition by two
votes on a five man Council
was defeating.

Dr. Peterson declared
such a proposal would never

He noted
that the recommendation for
a high school site is 30 acres
minimum, so the state would
be stretching it to a point to
even consider the landfill 9.5
acres.

On the score of the landfill,
Peterson said he and Dr.
Clancy were ready to accept
the recommendation of a
local Board of Education on
the accessibility of a site to
be used. He said tht South
Amboy Board, had consent
from the fire commissioner
that emergency vehicles
could get to the high school
site in emergencies. Hotkey
avowed Clancy had been
rade well aware of the
twang and HUD flood plain
o b l e i W to the landfill

Under questioning,
Peterson admitted there had
been no borings surveyed
presented with tht

a recent evaluation of
Hoffman High They also
wanted- to know now the
school could be accredited.
Clancy told them the school
had retained accreditation in
1971 and that it had held over
for three years in which
there had been a
moratorium on evaluations
He declared the evaluation
findings went directly to
Fred G Burke. State
Commissioner of Education,
so htk could not know what
they would be. But he
surmised an unfavorable
report would end the
Hoffman High accreditation

Spurred by this, the
proponents wanted to know
What Burke would do about
Hoffman High if the
accreditation was ended
Clancy tokt them the state
commissioner could not
direct a new school be built,
that the voters alone would
order to use outside facilities
to get off split sessions and
an apparent determination
in the City that South Amboy
pupils not be bused out of
their home district

Asked about the
Elementary School, Clancy
said the State Department of
Education does no\, as yet.
evaluate elementary
schools. A spectator wanted
to know if she sent her son to
an accredited parochial high
school instead of a non-
accredited Hoffman High, if
she could be reimbursed for
the tuition by the state. Dr
Clancy said she could not.
that moving students out of
Hoffman High was only at
the parents discretion and
expense.

Dr. Clancy declared at the
