Andrew Oark. attorney
for the Board-, cautioned that
insurance was a main
eoMtdaration He felt it of
prime Importance that the
vendor be made to carry
amok insurance in case
someone should bring suit
against him on a charge that
unwholesome food was sold
The insurance should specify
that the Board was no way
involved nor responsible for
the food sold other than in
the sanitary inspection
required of foodhandlers
under the ordinance

A second point made by
the attorney was the
carrying of proper public
liability insurance that
would exempt the City from
responsibility for the well
being of either the vendor or
any of his customers while
the vendor's truck was on a
street or public lands in the
city

The Board introduced an
amended dog ordinance
which provides that a
dogowner is responsible for
any musses or nuisance
committed by his or bet pet
while betni walked and is
accountable for damage
committed by the animal to
the shrubs, hedges or lawns
of private properties. Clark
emphasized this was only to
be construed in the light of
law enforcement, that it did
not give support to damage
claims by property owners
for damage by dogs. The
violating dog owner will be
fined under the ordinance,
but the property owner who
feels he has sustained
damage must recover
compensation for it by a civil
suit in small claims court to
which the City ha* no part.
James Inman was a lone

ordinance.
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Signing of a contract with
the Somerset County
Humane Society was again
delayed. Thomas O'Brien,
Board president, reported
that a woman had
complained to him trial she
had to pay $14 to have the
dog catcher remove eight
cats from her backyard
O'Briert felt this service
should be a part of the
contract with the Humane
Society, that it should not be
an expense, under the cut
ordinance, to the property
owner,

Councilman 'Kenneth
Rogers commented that this
was much the sa me mtua t ion
as Councilman Inman had
brough up last month when a
dogowner had paid $14 to get
two dogs removed when the
owner could have gotten out
of it by just letting the dogs
run as strays (lark
questioned if the Humane
Society would assume such
an obligation Inman then
suggested the city assume
the cost when the request
comes from an owner of the
animals, and he did not feel
there would be more than
five or six such instances in a
year But he still wished for
the attorney to try to get it
written into the contract
with Somerset as a non-cost
service

Rogers took a skeptical
view of a proposal that the
City enter into a county wide
dog control arrangement
under the local services
provisions of the
intermunicipa! application
of revenue sharing funds set
up by the Middlesex Counts
Board of Freeholders A
feasibility study was called
for by the county
memorandum Rogers said
he would only assent to this if
it could be shown dog control
under this arrangement
would cost no more than
what the Health Board was
getting on its own initiative

The Board members
directed that memorandums
should be forwarded to
mayor William O'Leary to
get better enforcement of the
anti-litter ordinance
O'Brien reported that the
scattering of beer bottles,
pop bottles and candy
wrappers al recreation
fields and other centers
where youths gather was
bad.
