Another spectator
demanded to know why the
resolution to be voted on
specified the building would
fto up "on George St.," not
the landfill George
Ottowski, board attorney,
explained the landfill could
not be designated us it was a
meaningless term for u wide
acreage of property owned
by the nty. Even the 95
acres on which the school is
to be built cannot be
stipulated. Otlowski noted,
as it is land deeded in escrow
to the Board by the City and
is recapturable by the
Council if no school is
erected upon it in two years
It accordingly cannot be
designated by lot and block
number, as it has not such
designation on the tax map.
and a meaningless outline of
it by metes and bounds is alt
that could be added, the
attorney explained.

The spectator was not
satisfied She noted that old
City Hall lot on Stevens Ave
was bounded on one side by
John St and on the other by
George St She feared some
persons would vote
mistakenly. In the
referendum in the

.for the school wnuid be on
the George St side of the old
City Hall lot Kichmond
assured her a brochure
would be sent to each voter
two weeks before the
referendum date and there

The class setup for the

this He said younger
children get the best mental
effort out of their systems in
th^hours 8 a.m. and 11 a.m.
He feared his second grader
would exhaust himself from
mornings hours play, to that
he would go to school in a
wearied stale for the
afternoon session.

Olexa admitted full
sessions would be the only
way out of such a dilemma.
He pledged the afternoon
session performances of the
younger children would be
closely watched to
determine If there would be
a substantial falling off in
study from those in the

The evaluators suggested
Hoffman High might get a
"conditional approval" Tor
one more year of the existing
setup, but. in that there can
be no new high school built
within three years, the
busing would have to start
September. 1976, at the
latest.

As at the board meeting
discussion mounted over
what this meant, Bruce
Richmond, Board president,
estimated it would mean
$50,000 for busing, over
1300,000 for tuition, and a
$200,000 contribution
towards the debt service on
any new school building into
which South Amboy Junior
high students should be
moved to in another
didstrict. Richmond set
$564,000 per year as the
minimal cost.

Frank Zebro, a board
member, commented this
was not all. He noted that
South Amboy if now a school
district without puRlic gcitOoT
busing, writ I t not ftabte to
finance bus runs for
parochial and private school
students who live in the city,
and wish to attend schools
out of town. Ther rntnute
South Amboy neeomes a
busing district. Zebro
pointed out, then all
parochial and private school
students wishing to attend
schools outside the city can
also' lay claim to busing

financed by the district, jy
male law.

John Olexa, 6tty
superintendent of Schools,
was asked by a spectator if

"there would be a
compensatory reduction in
the hiring of teachers for the
students remaining at
Hoffman High after the 250
were bussed out. He allowed
as many as eight teachers
might be eliminated, but he
felt this could not be If the
Board we.v to retain the
personnel needed to correct
the educational deficiencies
and evaluating team found
in the local system
academically.

Richmond noted there
would be another financial
loss to the district in havtag
pupils bussed out. State aid
that now devolves to South
Amboy on a per capita
attendance would go down
sharply if 250 pupils would be
moved to another district.
The Board president could
not see where any less coats
from having fewer pupils
could at all compensate for
the state and federal aid to
be lost on busing pupils out.

purpose rooms Glased glass
openings Vmctt thick in
claasroom doors were, noted
as lacking. Self-closing
devices on fire doors were
found in-effectual. The
ventelaling tetup in
classrooms and in toilets
waa called insufficient Pupil
toilets on the second floor
were called a neglected
necessity. Ducta and flues
reaching to the roof were
condemned as not bqing of
non-combustible materials.
The thermostats for evenly
heating rooms were found
defective and the boiler ,
capacity inadequate

the lighting of the building
was found below the
required candlepower and
the use of fixtures
antiquated. A gas meter
lead-in was condemned as
lacking a safety ahutoff
valve. The electrical wiring
was described as not
meeting the National
Electric Code and wiring
and junction boxes were
found unduly exposed A
wood stud partition and
overhead door on the ground
floor were condemned. Some
rooms were found without
the automatic fire detector
required. Cracks in walls
were seen to signify a
settling in areas of the
building

On the academic Hide,
Hoffman High was
condemned as lacking
outdobr facilities for
physical education, not
having adequate room for
art. typing, driver
education, home economics,
wood shop, science labs and
the library and totally
wanting space for office
machines instruction,
distributive education, office
practice, health education,
music, suitable gym or large
area accommodations, an
electronics laboratory, a
drafting unit, a student,
activities sector and means
for holding community
programs

On the study side, the
foreign language offering*
were found too restricted
and the Spanish courses
"archaic" Industrial art*
facilities were called
wanting and business
education courses too
primitive No preparation
areas are provided for the
sciences and the science
labs, especially in physics.
were termed outmoded. A Jt-
12 reading room is missing.
Equipment for home
economics was called
archaic. The lib/ary was
called poorly placed,
wanting in up-to-date
material, and lacking a

, clerk. Physical education

was found so bad that
students had te <**>» U i t
ottt-of-seirBwi bears to
participate and the program
was lacking la sports of
lifetime viability The
guidance counseling was
found wanting In' reports on

•performance standards of
pupils, wanting in-service
training, and devoid of a
proper storage of pupil
records. Use of testing
programs was . called far
from what it should bt
especially when 13 of 88
seniors failed to meet
graduation requirements

The whole academic
program was held to be
lacking in depth and
perception because faculty
members cannot have
suitable communication due
to split sessions

The third basis ot criticism
was the lack of psychological
and social amenities (hat are
possible in a well housed and
created, school system
Faculty self studies were
reported to carry 95
references to the
shortcomings of the physical
plant and ISA references to
the hardship* induced by
split sessions The students
were reported as being made
to feel "second class" by
jests offered against their
ttchool by those of their age
attending private or
parochial high schools.

Olexa commented he did
not find any sense of
inferiority prevalent in
Hoffman students in his
association with them He
was not aware of Hoffman
students failing to meet
c o l l e g e e n t r a n c e
e x a m i n a t i o n board
requirement at any less ratio
than students from larger
and more "modem" high
schools Because of county
enrollment regulations, he
did not see chance for
Kitting more than the 56
students now enrolled from
South Amboy in the Burr D
Toe County Vocational high
school in Kast Brunswick

The board moved Io
correct Mime of the matters
<if which the evaluators
disapproved by authorizing
John Kuhn. ch airman of
buildings and grounds, to
have the architect design
replacement for the
condemned classroom
doors, smoke doors, fire
doors, and plan for drop
ceilings, hallway lighting,
electrical distribution and
emergency lighting Kuhn
stated shop drawings have
been completed for
replacement of windows,
that iiew specifications for
profet capacity boilers and
for improved bathroom
facilities are near at hand.
