FIA May Delay Flood Hazard Rating

South Amboy Board of
Education received a
reassuring report Friday on
the stability of the ground
area on which it wishes to
locate a new high school. Hut
the Board's landfill *r** is
involved in a puzzling
situation that affects the
floodplane insurance status
of the property, as revealed
in letter read at the June 6
Council meeting from Fred
Kurtz, the City Engineer.

J o h n 0 1 e x a ,
Superintendent, disclosed
yesterday that the
Environmental Engineering
Co., Watchung. had brought
in a bomings report that
verified the 9.5 acre land
area is totally capable of
supporting the computed
weight of the new high school
building without the need to
sink pilings The need to sink
pilings was a substantial
allowance in the $6,391,300
bonding to erect the school
and, without it, there in a
good chance the building can
go up at leas total cost.

Whan the Board adopted
the resolution to sat up the
July 8 special election on the
bonding, s tetter was
submitted from the Housing
snd Urban Development
sponsored engineering firm
of Gannett, * Fleming,
Corddry A Carpenter Inc..

South Amboy Board of
Health adopted the dog
nuisance ordinance Monday
by a S-l vote. The i rdinance
holds a dog owner liable for
damage to shrubs, Iswns,
sidewalks and properties of
other persons caused when a
dog defecates while running
loose or being walked.

The adoption of the
ordinance was iJ/ected with
some puzzleimnt on the part
of the board members, all of
whom are city councUmen.
It was expected a delegation
of dogowners would appear
to fight for the rights of thtir
pets. None showed.

Councilman Kenneth
Rogers was the dissenting
vote. He questioned the
provision in the ordinance
for having the warden, the
Somerset County Humane
Society, remove animals at a
set fee on application of the
owner ana applicable
against him or her. Rogers
supported the contention
msoe by Councilman James
Inman when the ordinance
was introduced last month
that the impost on the owner
for getting rid of excess dogs
or cats was unfair when
more unprincipled persons
would just let such animals
run at large and have them
picked up at the expense of
the city.

Andrew Clark, attorney
for the Board, said he had
discussed the matter with
the Somerset people and had
gained a consent, as yet by
voice and not in writing, that
they would remove an
animal for an owner for $10 if
they had to come to South
Amboy to get it or for 16 if it
la delivered to their place.

But Clark warned the
board the contract with
Somerset should be signed
without delay as warden
services are most difficult to
obtain. The ordinance was
than passed on the "aye"
votes of Thomas O'Brien,
board president; J. Thomas
Croas and Stanley
J a n k o w s k i . D e n n i s
Malinowski, the health
inspector, reported that five
dog complaints had come in
of late, all of which would
incumbent on the
householder now to make
complaints in municipal
court. Eight reports of dog
bites have also come in.

Rogers raised question
again about the possibility of
the city joining with
Sayreville in the Middlesex
County Feasibility study on
a local area dog warden
service under county
operation O'Brien agreed to
it on the basis that the study
would not cost South Amboy
anything. Rogers pointed to
one advantage of it in
reference to the Board's
problem in getting quailed
persons to take a dog census
It waa decided to advertise
ft* such persons. Rogers
found a flaw in the dog
urdlaance now in force that

it does not define a kenned.
how many dogs make a
kennel in That such
commercial operations are
prohibited in residential
tones.

Cats were also a
ttntinuint woe to the Board
The use of cages to trap cats

* wandering on the loose was
discussed It was noted that
cats are still more a problem
than dogs in that they are
climbing animals and the
wearing of ncense tags on
them from their collars is
prohibited for humane
reasons as the tags lock on
fences or trees that (he
animals climb and cause
strangulation.

The Board debated
whether lo have the
Somerset people supply the
cages or for the City to buy
them and rent them out to
people who want to get ride
of stray cats. It was
acknowledged that it could
be done more cheaply by the
city but that the danger of
suit would be greater with
City owned traps and a
valuable animal was
destroyed inadvertently. It
was admitted the city could
hardly expect, to get
insurance against this. Clark
finally agreed to sound out
the Somerset people to learn
what the coat of trapping
operation would be from
them.

Jankowski felt action,
should be taken on the coal
bunkers, abandoned by the
railroad and now a seat of
vandalism. In his opinion,
the danger of bodily injury to
persons climbing about them
made it a health hazard But
Clark warned him that it
would be nigh unto
impossible to get the
railroad to do anything in
that Penn Central would
disclaim all responsibility in
that it is bankrupt and the
coal bunkers *n nek) as part
of the assets held in escrow
to meet creditors' claims.

John Vail, the City Law
Director, called the Board's
attention to a dog nuisance
at Augusta and David Sts. on
Broadway. But the Board
did nothing about it when a
move to impound the
animals by Rogers gained
support only from
Jankowski, O'Brien and
Cross voting "no". With
tnman absent, the tie could
not be broken and the move
was defeated.

Whereas the Souih Amboy School District is responsible for
operating the H G Hoffman High School, located in South
Amboy. New Jersey; and

Whereas complaint has been received by the
Commissioner of Education from the Education Law Center,
Inc., on behalf of a citizens' group in South Amboy known as
the South Amboy Citiiens for Education claiming that the
aforesaid high school has been operating on split sessions for
an extended period of time, which operations has curtailed
and impaired and continues to curt*it and impair the
educational program available to the students enrolled
therein; and

Whereas the aforesaid complaint is further addressed to
physical inadequacy of the high school facility; and

Whereas in response to said complaint and pursuant to
N J S A . 18A4-24. the Commissioner of Education directed
James J. Clancy, Middlesex County Superintendent of
Schools, to conduct a thorough investigation into the situation
in South Amboy; and

Whereas such investigation was completed under the
direction and supervision of James J Clancy on April 7.1V75.
and a report of findings prepared and submitted by said
James J. Clancy, dated April 29.197S; and

Whereas said report, attached hereto and made a part
hereof, discloses, numerous violations, physical and
curriculum deficiencies, and general failure to respond to
student and district needs, as more particularly detailed
therein; and

Whereas in order to alleviate conditions found to exist in
South Amboy, the recommendations made in the aforesaid
report are: immediate correction erf health and safety
haiards, State Department approval of any renovation plans
prior to local authorization of funds; reduction of pupil
enrollment in South Amboy. by transferring students in thr
sevent, eighth, and ninth grades to a neighboring nchool
district, pursuant to N J S A . lftA-38-8 and

Whereas this recommendation is made even in anticipation
of a successful referendum authorizing construction of a new
high school, since relief to students in the community would
not be realized for at least three years. and

Whereas it is the judgment of the Commissioner that the
violations and conditions found to exist in the H. G. Hoffman
High School in South Amboy deprive the students therein
enrolled ef a thorough and efficient education to which they
are entitled by Art. VII, Sec. IV. Par 1 of the New Jersey
Constitution of 1947; and

Whereas in accordance with N J S A . ISA: 4-24 this report
was submitted to the State Board of Education at its
regularly scheduled meeting held Wednesday, May 7, 197S,
