If
(be bonding passes and the
work is contracted to begin
by late this year, the first
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costs lor the school will be
levied in I977 and will foe
derived of such amount of
bond anticipation notes as
are needed to meet the costs
if work completed to that
dale on the total contracts
The amount of these notes
outstanding will increase
through 1978 and will be at
maximum in 1979 when the
total IS.391.200 will be
subject to fixed bonding and
amortiiation.

However, the Board can
sell its total issue at any time
before 1V79 if there should be
a dramatically favorable
turn in the bond market so
that its 20-year issue can be
put out at an interest rate a s
favorable or nearly as
favorable as the short term
bond anticipation notes

The board is now
calculating on a 7 per cent
rate, regarded as the
ultimate to be encountered.
The tax addendum for the
$6,391,200 bonding to become
effective in 1979 year will be
162 per a house appraised by
the assessors at $6,000, $104
for a house appraised at
$10,000 and $1M for a house
appraised at $16,000.
