HEARING DELAY TO JULY 18
ON BURKE'S BUSING SHOW-CAUSE

Proponents of bhusing to
put schools on full sessions
sustaied a drawbhack to

their hopes Tuesday when
the show cause order sers ed
on the South Ambay Board ot
Education was set back in ts
datc for hearing from June
26 to July 18 The new date
allows only s1x weeks before
the opening of -schonls 1o
muake arrangements to place
South  Amboy  junior high
students in anot district.
Schoolmen  admit  the
difficulties involved appear
to be insurmountable.
William Hodes, Newark,
attorney for the South
\mboy Cutizens for
“ducation. a groug of mne
mothers tosler'i:imgt e busing
concepl, would appear (o
have heen put in the position
of  having to make a
dramatic legal move to
overcome the lime faclor
workin&auinst his clients

The delay was granled by
Fred Burke, Station .
Tommissioner of F.ducation

The new date falis one day
after he will be hearing the
appeal of the Boa to
restore $182,000 cut from the
1975-76 school budget by the
City Councit after that
budvget,,was rejected by tie
volers last February
However, John Olexa, South
Ambay Superintendent, did

not find a significance in the
delay of the hearing tilt after
the ane on the budget in that

$68.000 was put in the budget
for transportation and §7,000
was cut out by the Council.
Even if the $1-000.were 10 be
restored, it would be a far
cry from the estimated
$50.000 additional needed to
bus the junior high students
to Fords a first year. U&to )
percent of this could be
resovered in state aid the
following year. but that
would do little to meet th.e’
i

As for moving
any of them to Woodbridge
with the pupils to be bussed,
the Woodbridge Bourd of
Education would have to
ussent to taking over their
contracts and the teatchers
would have Lo agree to work
for the Woodbridge Board.

George Otlowski, the
board’'s attorney, revealed
Monday he had obtaind an
interlocutory referral {rom
Superior Court Judge David
Furman on the basis that
Burke. being bound by the
findings obtained through a
survey he had ordered into
‘South Ambo school
conditions, could not rightly
me the Board a fair
hearing. . However. at the
Appellate “Division level it
was held that until Burke
"had heard the matter
through his show-cause
order, there was no right to
assume that Burke was
convinced that a ‘‘thorough
and efficient” system. of
education could not be
mainfaived in South .
