OTLOWSKI DEMANDS DEFINEMENT
OF TERMS IN BUSING HEARINGS

Hearings opened Fridau
on he order to the Sout
Amboy Board of Education
by State Commissioner of
Kducation Fred G. Burke to
show cause why 250 junior
high students should not be
bussed to another district in
that the pupils remining in
South Amboy schools would
be attending school full time,
thus ending 13 years of split
sessions. At the conclusion of
lhe first session, it appeared
the end of such hearings is
not yet in sight as Josaph
Zach, the hearing examiner,
has ‘$cheduled another
session for next Monday and
more sessions can be called
lo the number of witnesses
George Otlowski, attorne
for the South Amboy Board,
wishes to introduce.

And Zach admitted that
even after the hearings do
conclude and he has
submitted his report and
recommendations to Burke,
the Commissioner can take
nearly to the end of August to
digesi them before issuing
an order. And the order is
subject to appeal, Zach
admitted, to the State Board
of Education and ond
that, to the Appellate
Division of Superior Court.
The 1975-76 school term can
be long under way before a
final ruling is attained.
