Zach saw no need to put
the hearings on the
"bifected" basis asked by
Otlowski. going through the
evaluation and school
conditions issues before
going into the merits of
busing Mrs Gifis had
opposed this, holding busing
was not the only conceivable
remedy for the South Amboy
situation, so it could be one
of several tie-ins to the
evaluation findings.

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Board Inquiring About
John St. Site For School

Stste Department of
Education inspectors were
in town Tuesday viewing, in
company with John Olexa,
Superintendent of South
Amboy schools, the
"outside" rooms offered so
far for the housing of pupils
from local schools to get the
main body of the school
system off split sessions. The
inspectors also viewd the
John St. site and other
properties viewed as
possibilities for the locating
of a new school.

An offering was made to
the Board orEducation this
week by the First
Presbyterian Church, South
Amboy, of five rooms, three
in the religious education
building and two in the
church house. These were
viewed by the stste
inspectors as well as the
rooms in city firebouses
offered by the City Council.
It is presumed that the
firehouses would be offered
as facilities maintained by
the taxpayers, as are
schools, while there would be
negotiations with the
Presbyterian Church, as an
outside agency housing
school chUdreo on Us private

The Board also received
(wo replies on letters sent
out to boards ot education in
Middlesex and northern
Monmouth Counties on
space possibly available to
take South Amboy pupils if
the State Commissioner of
Education Fred Burke
orders busing of 250 students
to another district. Perth
Amboy Board of Education
and Middletown Township
board of Education, in
Monmouth County, both
notified the South Amboy
Board of a willingness to
discuss the matter.
Middletown is pulling out of
• bad double session
situation with erection of a
second high school to split up
its enrollment. Holmdel, like
Woodbridge, formerly
announced, replied that their
internal enrollments
prohibited the taking in of
any pupils from other
districts.

There are well over a
dozen other districts to be
heard from, some of whom
do not have board of
education meetings now
until mid-August.

Even though no offer of
accommodations has yet

South Amboy Hoard of
Education disclosed at the
opening of their public-
hearing Tuesday a letter ol
inquiry about use of the John
St. former city hall site for a
school had been addressed to
Dr. Irving Peterson, a
facilities expert of the Slate
Department of Education,
the night after the July 8
defeat of the $5,391,200
bonding to erect a high
school on the landfill by the
voters.

Dr. Peterson had rejected
the John St. site and had
advanced the proposal to use
the 9 5 acre landfill tract at a
public forum oh the
referendum in April He had
called the 1.5 acred John St.
site so small as to be out of
the question for a school
building. John Hulsart,
writing for the Board, said
Dr. Peterson had been asked
to "reconsider" this
position.

Thomas Levandoski, a
spectator, elicited this
information by asking if the
Board had any objective
"other than busing" after
the July » defeat of the high
school proposal. Mrs. Ann
deplored {he Boara had not
advanced the information on
John St. in its regular
proceedings rather than to
have it brought out under
questioning.

Edmund Kaboski, another
spectator, claimed to know
that Dr. Peteiron had given
assent to a building for the
John St. site as far back as
1971 to Thomas Vail. New
Brunswick, then an architec
retained by the Board.
Kaboski found it hard to
comprehend that the John
St. 1.55 acres had never been
transferred by the City
Council to the Board when
the minutes of Nov 4, 1989,
disclosed the then
Councilmen Al Sorrentlno,
Alfred Clark. William
O'Leary «nowAMayor) and
Frank Zebros. (now a board
member) all voting for such
a move if It would be a
solution to the school
building problem.

Zebro objected this was
not quite correct. He
declared that the appointive
Board of E*fcicatLon was then
In existence and the
providing of funds for school
projects rested with a Board
of School Estimate of which
two councilmen (In 1971)
were members. Zebro
declared the two councilmen
had refused to vote a
transfer through the Board
of School Estimate of the
property. As a unanimous
vote of all council members
were needed to effacl the
transfer, the proposal was
lost before U could ever
come to a vote, Zebro
pointed out.

Anita Veilleux, another
spectator, demanded to
know, regardless of what
hatf happened in the past, if
U» Board were now to be
pressnted with a Petition by
c'tisens to ask the City
Council to grant the John St
site for a school, would the
Board press the matter in all
djpgene*. She was told the
Board would always stand

behind earnestly anything it
voted to do.

H o w e v e r , B r u c e
Richmond, Board president,
let it be known the BO*HJ
was also making inquiry
about another site, He
refused to divulge the
location. Mrs. Mulligan
accused the Board of
urwarrantedly withholding
information from the public
in this, but it was explained
to per property acquisitions
cannot bo publicized when
the Board if trying to
negotiate at a favorable
price.

It was disclosed this week
that petitions sre in
circulation that will be
presented to the Board
calling on the schoolmen to
ask the City Council to
donate the John St. tract for
school purposes.

The change of Royals
leadership became the more
difficult to assess in that
McKeon had been given an*
extension of contract at the
end of the 1974 season
because he nad made the
club a winner. His new
contract ran to 1979. He
started in the Royals
organisation In 1999 and
produced winning teams in
Its farm system before being
elevated to the major league
club.
