BUILDING FACTOR

Hearing was held by the
Middlesex (County; Tax
Board last week on a
contested assessment of
Automolive Electronics Inc.,
Franklin Township. who
were purchasers last year of
industrial buildings on
Augusta St.. South Amboy
The new owners filed an
appeal on improvements
only on a building on Lot 3,
Block 34 on an assssament of

001 400 [} reduoed
to $300.000. and on Lot, Block
23. assessed at $97.050,
asking 1t be cut back to
$40.000

The Automotive

Electronics firm brought in
a realty appraiser f{rom
_North Jersey to give opinion
that the buildings were
worth no more than what the
present owners paid for
them. that they were not
wholly suited to their present
use, having been erected by
the prior owners for a highly
specialized purpose that
made ther design not ready
marketable in the general
industrial properties field

The purchase price was the
figure sought by the
appellants in their

tment.

The expert also chalienged
the measurement on which
the assessment is based.
claiming that he had had it
surveyed 1o show only 32,000
sq. ft., while the city was
levying on 42,000 sq. ft. John
Vail, City Law Director,
consented to a
remeasurement by Charles
Monica, assessor, as the
42,000 sq. ft. measurement
had been compiled by an
assessor no longer in office.
But Vail did not assent to any
of the other points put
forward by the appellants
_and the matter will be
continued in argument once
the measurement of the
buildings has been checked.

A person has to be 17 years
old to operate a motor
vehicle on a public road and
a separate license is
required for a motorcycle, a
minibike or a motor-driven
bicycle. No motorcycle or
minibike shall be driven on
any public road unless
registered. This also

_includes using a sidewalk for

such an operation. If any
operator of 8 motorcyclé or a
minibike is involved in an
accident, a rofuhr accident
report is required. In effect,
it means all motor driven
vehicles on public roads
required inspection and
must have proof of same. All
operators of motorcycles,
minibikes and motor-driven
bicycles  must carry
re;:lrodl ial equipment.
e f(ollowing course of
action may be taken b
police against violators.
fuvenile complaint may be
adged against an under-ays
operator of @ motor vehicle

and a complaint ‘can be
signed against the parent or
guardian for contributing to

the delinquency of a minor
by allowing him or her to
operate a motor vehicle as
an unlicensed driver. Where
ta . & summaons can be
fssued the parent or
guardian.

Minibikes can only be
operated on privale property
with consent of the owner
and cannot be used on public

rty, such as the city
and board of education
owned sites at the landfill.
Vehicles used in such
violations may be
impounded and may not be
recovered except on order
from a court of competent
jurisdiction

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SZRAGA NAMED DISTRICT V. P.
OF INTERNATIONAL 7IRST AID

A South Amboy man.
Michael Szraga, was named
vice-president for the second
American district of the
International First Aid and
Rescue Association at the
annual convention of the
worldwide organization of
those who cope with the
crucial e encies of life.
In his new office, Szrauga will
oversee functioning of first
aid and rescue services in
the states of New Jersey and
Pennsylvania, a lerrilor’y in
which well over 1,000 first

aid and rescue units are
located. :

This new responsibility
was voted to Szrags while he
was in atitendance ak the
IFA&ZRA coavention in
Minneapolis Jast month. This
was his 218t year of
attendance at the
Conventions of the

organization. Some of the
prior meetings took him out
of the country. Mrs. Szraga
accompanic? hiin. He has
rermenled South Amboy as .
a founder of the local squad
43 years ago.

In the organization of the
convention, Szraga was
a_ppagtlted tht: the con:lmiu'ae
to e com on for
rl.jn awards lotp:rumlde

o? periermances among
safety and first aid units. He
explains the competition is
in two brackets. for
paramedic teams of
professional first aid and
safety men and for
emergency medical men and
women who make up the
volunteer first aid squads
such as serve South Amboy
and surrounding
communities. He points out
that the paramedics have a
ranking equivaleni to that of
a istered nurse and can
administer such medical
dosages and ‘‘shots’’ as
come within the provence of
a registered nurse. The
emergency medical
personnel of the volunteer
squad can apply
resuscitation n-easures at an
accident or disaster scene
but must take the victims
being aided to a physician or
hospital for formal medical
treatment.

Education is ever a
continuing factor in first aid
wark, Szraga points out, and
notes that at the convention
he attended several two and.
three-day seminars on new
techniques in safety and
medical emergency
practices and observed

actical demonstrations to

tter Dbefit him for
transmitting these new ideas
to the multitude of squads he
will be visiting in new
role as a district vice-
president.

In the judging, Szraga had
the satisfaction of seeing a
Middlesex County unit, a
paramedic team entered by
Johnson & Johnson, take top
honors. Other New Jersey
teams, such as Bayway
Exxon and Hoffman-
LaRoche, finished way up in
the competition.

A Canadian first aid squad
swept top honors in the
emergency medical bracket.
Szragh explains that
Canadian first aid squads
confronted with
difficulties in the severity of
the climate, the wide areas
and remote woodland

Getting tnhe
critically sick or injured
down from high buildings or
from mountainous sites of
aircraft disasters are
exemplified. Boy and Girl

. Scouts organizations donate

their nnel to make
more alive and moving such
situations where there is no
hazard to the young le
donating their services. Skill
in “what-to-do'’ at fire,
explosion, flood or
earthquake disasters count
heavy in scoring the points
on which prizes are
awarded. Know-how in
attending and getting out of
crushed compartments in
auto, aircraft or train
wrecks the victime also is
weighted heavily.

Szraga holds a post of
responsibility in his place of
em,loyment, the NL
!nd‘ustrles. Sayreville. In
addition to his regular work
in the plant, he is a volunteer
in the work of its safety
deparitment, making
available his specialized an
advanced lmopvledg'e and
skills in the first aid field to
his co-workers.

Szrsga was a prime mover
in the educational sector of
first aid work from the time
the South Ambgf uad was
organized in 1931, 1t gained
hith assigument to a surgery
technician rating in the
Navy in World War I, a
“rate’’ in which he could
closely observe doctors
working in critical operative
situations. Returning to
