18 Residents Petition Against
Bordentown At*. Safety Island Layout

Opposition has developed
to proposals of the Middlesex
County Board of Freeholders
layout for one of the two
intersections in the city to be
rebuilt with county funds
next year. A petition of 18
signatories in the area
Monday protested the plan
for the Bordentown Ave
Feltus St Gordon Si
intersection. Frederick
Reese, F.E Hart.nan and
Gus Peters head up the
petition which reads in part
that the undersigned are
"residents of Bordentown
Ave. facing Gordon St. who
have heard that a safety
island is proposed to be
installed in front of
Progressive Fire House and
to make Gordon St one way
As residents we are qualified
to determine what is
necessary for safety at that
area and should be
consulted."

The petition goes i.«n to
suggest "We sincerely
request that vou install a
tour-way traffic light at
b o r d e n t o w n A v e
intersection with Fekus St
and Gordon St. with a left
turn green signal for those
motorists coming down
Bordentown Ave. and
turning into Feltus St. and a
right turn light from Gordon
St. into Bordentown Ave. or
Feltus St. There should be
about 10 ft. cut off the safety
island on the west of Feltus
St. and Bordentown Ave. as
most large trucks cannot
make the right turn".

Councilman Kenneth
Rogers felt some
misinformation had been

given the petitioners He
said he knew of no intent to
make Gordon St. one way.
He expressed confidence in
the plans as drawn by the
county traffic engineers as
allowing for the safe turn of
fire trucks into Feltus St

Councilman James Inman
deplored that residents
concerned with street and
traffic changes in their areas
do not become better
informed. He said that the
Council had gone through
lengthy notifications and a
public hearing on making
Welsh St, one-way, yet he
Has finding three residents
in the area who were now
complaining that they had
never been given notice of it
that they could present their
objections Inman felt this
indicated a better mode of
communication was needed.

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A contentious hearing on
(he salary ordinance was
highlighted by a move by
( ouncilman James Inman to
have members of the City
Council forego the 1400
raises provided for them.
Mayor William O'Leary also
was called on to forego hit
raise Councilman Kenneth
Kogers concurred.

But Councilman J.
Thomas Cross chided the
pair as never having refused
lo take their rstses when
they were first proposed. He
accused Inman and Rogers
of posing to "be the good
mjys" and trying to put a
t.-fl.Ttmn on their Council
ussonates. Mayor O'Leary
commented that the 93,600
<u-signaled for him w a i
small enough in view of the
way he was assailed in his
conduct of office.

Councilman Stanley
Jankowski called on John J
Vail, the city law director, to
rule on the Inman motion.
Vails opinion was that it
could be tnoved but would
have no force and effect if
adopted in action on an
ordinance where such
salaries are not mentioned.

Jankowski then did not
call for a vote on the motion.
However, U t t r I n _ tha
matt ing , J O W I Not oh, a

spectator, wanted to know
how. under Roberts Rules of
Order, such a motion could
have been left standing after
it had been seconded. But the
mayor recalled Jankowski
had never asked for a
second

Norek was the spectator
critic of the salary
ordinance. He observed that
raises provided were
generally tSOO with some
workers being raised at 5.5
percent, whichever was,.the
greater. Norek noted£4he
agreement with police calif
for 7 per cent salary raises in
both 1975 and 1976 plus fringe
benefits. He wanted to know
why there was a discrepancy
in rales of increase.

Jankowski told him there
was no differential, that
some workers in the city's
employ would average
more, some less, than police
in raises by the formula
used. The council president
added that the pay scale for
the regular workers was
approved on an overall
agreement on the scale, in
that they have been
unionized a first time this
year

Inman chal lenged
Jankowski's assertion about
the balanclng-off feature of
regular employee and police
raises. Inman held that a
three-year patrolman would
get an $800 raise at 7 per
cent, more than the regular
worker of three years'
tenure. Norek commented
the use of percentages made
it so that the better paid
gained the bigger raises
when the lower salaried
would be the more oppressed
by inflation. He drew
admission the raises were
not put on a cost-ofliving
basis.

tnman declared that
morale among city workers
was on a low level because of
inequities with persons hired
by the mayor under the
C E T A ( e m e r g e n c y
employment )act. The mayor
admitted hit hand had been
forced in this by the state
