Second EPA
Warning to City,
This On Water

(Environmental Protection
has issued South Amboy ;i
second warning within <i
month on the functioning of
its municipally-operated
utilities A notification was
received Tuesday that the
EPA wants the practice of
dumping (he iron-residue
from filters at the municipal
water plant into Raritan Bay
to cease The city is allowed
one year If no approved
corrective measures are
taken by Oct 31. 1976, South
Amboy is subject to iso.uoo
fine "or one year in jail"

Fred Kurtz, municipal
engineer, explains the
practice objected to is the
hushing off of the iron-
residue from the filters
every 12 to 16 hours He
noted* the age of the City's
water plant compels this in
order to maintiari the quality
of the water.

An offset to the warning
Tuesday was receipt of an
FPA permit for the new No.
8 well phis improvements
planned for the water plant.
However, the city must
submit by Feb 2. 1976.
engineering plans for total
changes in the filtration
system in use. And once
these plans are approved,
work must be gotten under
way by Oct. 31,1976.

Last week the EPA served
notice on the city with a two-
week deadline from Sept. 6
on ending the dumping of
effluent from the sewerage
plant Into Rarlan Bay on
threat of a 125,000 fine if the
violation continues. Kurtz
said the city could only
explain that it has taken all
measures necessary to
improve the quality of its
secondary sewerage
treatment oy becoming a
customer of the Middlesex
County Sewerage Authority,

Hutt nad demanded this in
a responder to a "show
cause order to Woodbridge
Aug. 25 to become a party to
the hearings as the district
the state was viewing as -a
receiver for the 290 South
Amboy students to be bussed
out of their own district. Hutt
protested this "arbitrary"
choice of Woodbrtdg* as a
receiving district when no
study had been made to find
out if such districts as Perth
Amboy. South River.
Sayreville, Spotswood.
Madison Township and
Jamesburg, nearer to South
Amboy, could accommodate
the South Amboy students.

Otlowski joined the Hutt
move with a demurrer that
also wanted such Monmouth
County districts as Key port.
Krai?«burg, Middletown
Township, Hazlet, Holmdei,
and Matawnn coupled with
the nearby Middlesex
Districts. Otlowski also
repeated his demand the
State Department of

Zach allowed that
although as manv M 14
'district* can b#ce)Bi*
involved in the "in-depth"
surveys, only four or five
will be joined as having
probable exceu testing to
take South Amboy students
in the next few years. Martin
Litinger, head of the
Woodbridge Boaro. allowed
that district could become
one of the joined districts by
assaying that, while
Woodbridge is crowded at all
of its senior high schools,
there might be space made
at one of the districts junior
highs Fords in particular.
But Bruce Richmond,
president of South Amboy
Board, commented after the
hearing.

Kdward McLane, Business
Administrator of South
Am boy from 1971 to July 17
of this year, was slated to be
tunned (o a three-months
probationary term as
Municipal Manager of
Kcyport Tuesday. He was
chosen fro the post by the
Kvyport Borough Council
from a list of 25applicants. If
Mil^ne performs his duties
in Key port to the
Satisfaction of the Borough
Council, he will be offered*
permanent contract when
the Council reorganizes for
•976.

McLane was an appointee
or Mayor William O'Leary in
South Amboy. He ran into
difficulties when a
Republican majority gained
control of the City Council in
1973. In September, • 1V74, a
total of 16 counts were levied
againut him by Council
members and he was let go
when nine of the counts were
sustained against him. But
Mayor O'Leary exercised
his appointive powers under
the Faulkner act to appoint
McLane to two successive
9o-day terms in the Business
Administrator's office
without need of a sustaining
vote of the governing body.

McLane brought suir
against the Council
members who filed the
charges against him and was
sustained in preliminary
motio >s A compromise was
finally effected by which
McLane would hand in his
resignation July |7. get
63.000 fees from the City to
pay his attorney, and three
months severance pay

He moves into the Keyport
picture at a time when that
borough is engrossed in a
heated municipal election!
campaign. Keyport i first
Municipal Manager waa
John Wilson. Westfield
Wilson was a Democratic
Assemblyman from Union
County when charges were
levied against his conduct in
office as Municipal
Administrator of Clark
Township Wilson obtained
dismissal of all but one count
levied against him, but that
was sufficient to disqualify
him from continuance in his
Keyport post

McLane was being paid
at the rate of 614.770 per year
when he resigned in South
Amboy. The Key port Council
will give him a contract at
616,200 per year if he is
approved after the
probationary period
