Bruce Richinond, board
president, pronounced that
there could be no
commitment to any site or
plan for school buil ing until
the hearings ordered by the
State Coinmissioner ot
Education Fred Burke on
busing South’ Amboy
students to an outside
district to corregt split
sessions are over. .

Richmond noted that one

gropmition t to Burke by
eorge

tinwski. Jr.,
attorney for the South
Amboy Board, was that
Burke should exercise his
authorit as state
commissioner to direct the
building of & high school in
South Ambor. Otlowski
advanced this in view of the
fact that South Amboy
voters rejected by a heavy
margin a $5,391,200 bonding
to build a high school on the
landfill. The attorney saw
direct action by the state
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comimissioner a more sure
means of getting new school
construction than risking
continued udefeat of bonding
proposals

Thoms Levandoski and
Edwurd Kaboski told the
bouard their proposal for the
John St site was no
uncertain move as they had
obtained signatures for it
that represented 30 per cent
of the registered voters.
Levandoski informed the
board that. at a talk with a
state commissioner of
education in Trenton when
presenting them tu bring
about State Department of
Education recognition that a
referendum on John St. was
legally warranted by the
number of petitioners
signing for it, he was told
that the local board of
education has to take the
initiative. So. Levandoski
demanded o know why the
South Amboy Board was not
moving on the matter.

Richmond countered by
uyl:? that the South Ambo
Board could not be (rotng 4
in half dozen different
directions at once, that
having been committed in a
brief to calling on the state
commissioner to exercise his
presumed powers there was
nothing now to do but to see
what theres would be.

This aroused the ire of
Edmund Kaboski, another
szecutor. He told Richmond
that the South Amboy
taxpayers had spoken
through the John St. petition,
that t were the ones to
have to foot the hill for new
schools and the South Amboy
Board members, as the
elected representatives of
the people, should act rather
than put everything over to
buicaucrats in Trenton.
Levandoski jpoined him in
declaring that other boards
of education had done this,

At the core of the program
is a consumer service card,
thr which problems are
identified and which postal
managers attempt to
expeditiously resolve,

he Consumer Service
Program reflects
Postmaster General
Benjamin F. Bailar's
determination that wmiail
services to the public will be
“friendly. courteous and
e:'!‘iicienl, as well as reliable
and speedy.

“Good service is a far
broader concept than just
mail handling, as important
as that is "'the Postmaster
General says. "It is also
built on employee courtesy,
our responsiveness to
customer needs, the
sympathy
understanding we bring to
your own expectations of
what good posta! rervice is
all about.”

Program was tested earlier
this year in lllinois,
Massachusetts, Arizona and
Rhode Island. Postal
Customers in the test found
the cards easy to complete
and most complaints were
resoived to the customer’s
satisfaction.

The card should also take
no more than two minutes to
fill out. The postmaster also
said he and his staff are
willing to discuss any

problems, including lack of |

courtesy, irregularities in
deliveries or 'collections,
collection box convenience
and postal office hours.
