SERVICE IMPROVEMENT
ANNOUNCED BY MAHONEY

The ' I ' S Postal Service
first-clais mail service
improvement program will
go into effect at South
Ambuiy Post oh Octolier 11
Postmaster CJ Mahoncv
said recently

Under the program, first-
class mail will receive
service that is eouai to or
better than airmail.

The major, new service
tttep will extend to all first-
class mail weighing i:»
ounces or less. "In practical
terms, what this service
improvement means is that
domestic fit st-class postage
now will purchase the level
uf service that previously
only airmail could buy.'
said Postmaster Mahoney.

"Under the new program,
there no longer will be an
advantage in purchasing
airmail postage for domestic
delivery^'he said.

Priority mail (now
starting at weight in excess
of 13 ounces), which includes
air parcel service, and
international airmail are
unaffected by the
improvement program and
continue id their present

ttte postmaster u l d '

stamps for first class mail,"
he said

Customers can exchange
airmail stamps. and
stamped envelopes and
cards at full postage value
for ortndary stamps,
stamped envelopes and
cards Stationery bearing
airmail indicia will be
allowed to be mailed at the

FOR YEAR; POLICE RESERVES QUIT

Leonard, a former mayor,
has been city treasurer since
the mid-1860s A letter from
John Vail, city law director,
brought the matter -of
Leonard's continuance in
office to the fore with an
outline of the situation with
respect to getting Leonard
pensioned Rogers sought to
get the matter put over to the
next caucus session, but
Jankowski ruled this would
not dut as the Vail letter
indicated there was an Oct
15 deadline to be met on
whether Leonard was to
continue in office or not. A
motion to table the matter
was beaten 32.

When it was moved to
retain Leonard in office,
Inman declared he wanted to
clarify Ma veto, iasnan saw
no reason the retirement
could not be effect*^ as of
Dec 1 Inman charged that
at a closed session Monday
the assistant treasurer had

Emtrftncy Resolution Fails
Again; Cost of Suits An Item

City Council again fell shy
Tuesday on a 3-2 vote of
getting an emergency
resolution adopted to
compensate for deficiencies
in accounts. The governing
body agreed in caucus
Monday that Hems of $12,500
to cover needs of the
insurance account.

Moran wrote: "it is
with displeasure that I am
resigning from the South
Ambov Police reserve.
