HOSPITAL COOL TO
MERGER TALK

South Amboy Memonal
Hospital does not want 1o
become an overflow facility
for Perth Amboy General
Hospital kugen Nieto.
administrator of the South
Amboy institution, was cold
to a suggestion by David
Wagner, state deputy
commissioner of heall
recently. that merger of the
two hospitals would put
surplus beds at South Amboy
in use in the same way that a
satellite for Perth Amboy in
Madison Township would,
avoiding an overload of beds
that would result if Perth
Amboy erected the satellite
in compeition with South
Amboy.

Rosario Chuilli. vice-
president of South Amboy
Memorial, has disputed that
South Amboy costs per bed
derived from Medicare and
Medicaid reports well
exceeded Perth Amboy's
$130 to $119, in 1974, Chuilh
finds the figure for South
Amboy excessive because it
was computed on a 130-bed
basis when beds to make up
this total were not
introduced at the hospital
until late in the year. They
could not be use< for an over-
the-whole year computation,
Chuiii points out. Perth
Amboy'’s was reckoned on a
400-bed all year basis.

Perth Amboy occupancy
of beds rate in 1974 was at 93
percent of capucity, stirring
the appeal by Anthony
Dickens, administrator of
that hospital, for the satellite
in Madison Township to take
care of an overflow.
Politicians in that township
rallied to the Perth Amboy
cause as ‘glving them a
“hospital’ within their
bounds. Bul putting 80 beds
in Madison Townsiip when
25 go unused in South Amboy
has been found totally
uneconomic by Wagner,
leading him to call for the
m to avoid further
building to  meet only
transitory needs of more
beds than exist at Perth

Amboy. :

Councilman at Large, City of
South Amboy 1850-1951
passed away October 14, 1975
at the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital. He was
64 years old.

n his 22nd year in the dual
positions of athletic director
of Hoffman High School and
Recreation Superintendent
for South Amboy.
Zdanewicz  began his
teaching and coaching
career at his alma mater, St
Mary's High School. It was
al St. Mary's that he coached
varsity basketball and
baseball 10 vears and where
he mentored Allie Clark, the
first South Amboyan to be
signed by a major league
(eam The New York
Yankees.

Following a four-year stint
in the Air Corps during
World War II. Johnny 7
came home to.South Amboy
and joined the Hoffman
Hight School faculty as a
science teacher. In 1954 he
was named athletic director
and varsity baseball coach.
During his Hoffman tenure,

he expanded the varsity
athletic programs f{rom
baseball and to
include soccer, cross

country track, tennis and
Rirls basketball and softball.

Well-known in Middlesex
County sports Circles,
Zdanewicz was in
charge of the Freeholders
Baseball and Softball
Tourneys from 1953 through
1972.

A graduate of Seton Hall
University where he was a
baseball and basketball
letterman, Zdanewicz was
captain of the varsity
basketball team in 1934-35
and was subsequently
named to the All-East
basketball team. At 5'3" he
was listed in Ripley's
“'Believe It or Not'' as one of
the shortest college
basketball players in the
United States.

Zdanewicz and his wife,
the former Jeanne Ryan,
were longtime residents of
Main Street. Their daughter,
Lynn. is a Junior at indiana
State in Terre Haute, Ind.
