REMEMBERING THE COACH
John Zdanewicz left us in the early evening of October 14.
His death wilt affect the many people who knew him, loved

him, worked with him, were coached by him, or disagreed
with him, in many different ways.

I'm not euro when I first met him, but know that my
earliest impression waa that somehow he waa associated
with sports In South Amboy. Over the years, I came to know
just how closely he waa Involved. . • in fact, to me and
probably to many others, he WAS the "Athletic Director.''

He was some fighter, that Johnny Z. Whether battling in
council chambers or on the field, there waa no doubt that he
made himself heard. And the results usually benefited the
kids involved in Little Fellas and Babe Ruth baseball or
Saturday morning basketball.

Last Octpber, his friends threw a party for him, to
commemorate his many years of service to athletics and the
community. It was Joe "Scoop" McCarthy who originally
promoted the idea to honqr Johnny Z. The idea rapidly grew
and, not surprisingly, over 500 people attended. In a rare
moment, the coach waa "almost speechless at the size of the
crowd. For months afterwards, whenever we met, he
expressed his astonishment at the turnout.

He WAS a humorous man who didn't realise the pleasure he
gave people around him. He was in best form when needled
by long-time friend* Woody McCarthy and Ed 0'Leery With
straight faces those two could involve him in the moat
elaborate fabrications. By the time Johnny Z realited he was
being "put-on," the real of the company would be laughing
hysterically,

Since his death many people have expressed the idea of
remembering the coach in some permanent way. They're not
quit* aura how, but mention the naming of an athletic field or
an athletic/academic scholarship. Its a fine idea, and
perhaps the same people who arranged his party would like
to diacuae this further. It's also likely that local government
officials would consider contributing to such a memorial.
