"improprieties". Inman
claimed he had been induced
to do this by John Laezza,
head of the Division of Local
Finance, in expressing an
opinion that it was "up to the
council to determine what is
for the benefit of the
people'

The mayor retorted that
the prosecutor was also
reviewing me budget of 1974.
drawn at Inman's
inatsUnce, that embraced
more transfers than the
budget of 1975 will ever
know. The mayor warned
Inman there is ' 'no statute of
limitations to protect the
OOP councilman from a
"failure to exercise moral
responsibility" in the years

Inman's party was in

The conflict emerged at
the opening of the meeting
when the bills were
presented. Inman demanded
they be set aside as the list
contained bills the council
had never seen, that it could
be identified as to what they
ware for And he held aloft
two bills, one signed by the
mayor, that were due and
left off the list He noted an
invoice for Fred Kurtz, City
engineer, lacked explanation
of what it was about and
another lacked definition of
amount.

The mayor shot back that
Inman was trying to make a
"federal case" out of a few
easily remedial mistakes by
the girls working in the
office. Council President
Stanley Jankowski ordered
the bills be held to the Nov S
meeting to straighten out
any mktcues.

The clash intensified when

a resolution for transfers
was presented. They totalled
$8,610 Inman called the
resolution a "waste of time'
when he was calling in state
and county agencies to
investigate city finances. He
avowed he was opposed to
putting void items in the
budget like the $»,«3 for an
electrician's salary into
accounts where deficits
existed, such as $1,500 to buy
parti for traffic signals and
12,112 to pay for an air
conditioner before the
Garden State Air
Conditioning Co. brings suit
He and Councilman Kenneth
Rogers had blocked an effort
to meet these obligations by
an emergency resolution

Inman's ire over the
transfers was stirred anew
when a group of Bertram
Ave residents protesting
noise from a tavern near
their homes wanted to know
why the fire code as to the
limits on occupancies by
persons was not being
enforced against taverns.
Inrnan told them the fire
code of South Am boy
amounted to only five lines
of ambiguities and that
115,000 had been put in the
budget to get a
rectification of ordinances
to make them more
significant. But ha found it
was impossible to carry the
codification through this
y«kr because the resolution
f̂or transfers was taking over
$4,000 out oi the 115.000
codification iteir. -to cover
deficit* in ̂ ther accounts.

The mayor retorted the
council had been waiting (or
two years for Inman tc come
forth with a fire code Inman
admitted his difficulty was
resistance by the firemen to
what he wanted to do. but he
said he w«s now going to
forge a mixture from fire
ordinances in Perth Am boy,
Sayreville and other towns
around for adoption in the
1976 year.

The mayor found this was
much the same as an auditor
being retained when Inman
was in charge who could not
complete the audit in near
the prescribed time with
resulting confusion in the
municipality's running
account
