Debate waxed hot at
Monday night's South
Amboy Council meeting as
to whether it was a betrayal
of pledges given at the start
of the year to carry out
certain improvements and
then to divert the funds
alloteU to them when they
wer« not carried out this
year to other accounts under
revetiue-eharing to make up
deficiencies in these other
accounts.

Councilman Jamas lnman
called it an "outrage" that
$3,000 designated in the
Capital Expenditures
section of the revenue-
sharing budget for
construction of a Little
League comfort station was
being diverted to another
purpose rather than at least
being kept in assignment to
the 1974 budget. He recalled
the pledges made early in
the year at sitting-downs
with managers of the Little
l^agae.

Also called a "rip-off" lo
the taxpayers by lnman was
the taking of $5,806.86 for the
construction of a basketball
court with lights and the
auoting to current purposes
from differing entitlement

Sriods of $2,687.65 and
,411.36, marked at the start

of the year for the erection of
a Veterans' monument.
Another matter Infuriating
to lnman was diverting of
•1,300 earmarked for the
purchase of an Air Pump for
the Fire Department

lnman blasted the failure
to do something about the
basketball court as putting
South Amboy behind other
M i d d l e s e x C o u n t y
communities in this way.
even though the youth
interests in the sport in South
Amboy appeared greater
than elsewhere. As for the
Veterans' monument, he
found this a breakdown by
the administration of Mayor
William O'Leary on a pledge
made to the vets when he,
lnman was approached
about It last year. Denying
the firemen their needed Air
Pump was characterized by
lnman as playing fast and
loose with the public safety

Mayor O'Leary and
Council President Stanley
Jankowski had answers for
him. Jankowski contested
with lnman over the role the
city's application for Green
Acres funds applied to the
Little League field. The
council president reported .
the $3,000 had been found
insufficient for the rest
rooms purpose. He noted
there were some toilet
facilities available across
the street in an HUD project.
He felt Green Acres would
solve the matter without
heavy cost to the city.

The mayor and Jankowski
chided lnman as having
heeaineifecturalin moving
the basketball court project
when in command of city
finances. The . mayor
reported he had consulted
the Disabled American
Veterans and the Catholic
Wai- Veterans and bad found
them amenable to waiting
for a memoriam designed to
their liking. As for the Air
Pump. Jankowski and the
tnryor both found the $1,100
allotment for an Air Pump
•o Illusion from lnman's
time, that It would truly east

revenue sharing funds to
budgetary accounts needing
sharing as follows:

He
scathingly denounced a
report by this newspaper
that there had been a
consideration of the bilk at
the Nov. » meeting as they
had stood Oct. soTbefore the
period of transfers came,
legally Into effect Nov. l.

Medical devices first were
covered by U.S. regulation
under the Federal food.
<lrui(. and cosmetic Act of
1418 Since then, however.
ihe law has not been
improved concerning the
medical devices Many
changes and improvements
should have been made over
this :)7 year period, and this
long delay is disturbing and
i mpowible to justify

Presently, the law only
requires the proper labeling
<if medical devices and
requim them to be free ot
aduliernats and made under
sanitary conditions It also
requires that no medical
device be recommended for
use which could endanger a
person's health. I feel that s
far from enough

A serious deficiency in th'
present Isw is that the Food
and Drug Administration
• FDA) is not given authority
to require manufacturers i>>
prove the safety and efficacy
of medical devices before
they are marketed The bill
which I support would give
the FDA that authority If
the FDA has broad pre
market authority to regulate
drugs, that authority ihould
he extended to the medical
device Held which has
expanded greatly and
affects millions of people.

I predict that this
legislation has a good chance
of passing in the House, but I
expect that a conference will
have to be held between the
House and Senate to iron out
differences in this bill and
the one that the Senate
passed in April
