Inman wanted all
householders  discontented
wilh their new assessment to
be sure to file application by
the Dec. 68 deadline for a
hearing on the Municipal
Evaluation firm's {indings.
He said a second sheet in the
notices being served

rovided the application
orm Bul Capt. James
Tedesco, a spectator. said he
had received no
reassessment notice yet and
he knew of many other
persons who had. He could

It is the most promising
development for the city in years,

The road v ould also fulfill a request made recently by the South Amboy First Aid to have
an access road o the beach from the ballfields in case of an emergency drowning or other
mishap. Not long age First Aid men were required to carry a viclim through several
hundred (eet of solt sand to reach thelr ambulance.

Many residents are of the opinion that something more substantisl ought o have been
completed already atl the walerlront for greater recreational opportunities. The city is

{ortunate in having a natural and prov

idgntial summer facility which is open Lo the public

hut does net offer a [ragment ol the potential pleasure it is capableof. f,
Greater accessibilits to the beuch and boat basin will popularize the beach, give residents
much needed reliefl during hot summer days and nights and enable police to patrol the area

more efficiently .

CLASH OVER BUYING TRACTOR
NEEDED FOR BEACH BRY WORK

Mayor William O'Lea
reported to the Council
Tuesday two more federal
allotments are in prospect
for the, cily, $83,750 for a
siudy of needs at the sewer
plant and system against the
day when th Amboy is a
part of the South Bay
Collection system of the
Middlesex County Sewerage
Authortity and $62,000 for
water plant effluent, under
the  Middlesex County
Community  Development
Hevenue Sharing, by plans
prepared by City Engineer
Fred Kurtz.

But when the mayor
brought up the $108,720
tederal Title 10 Beach Bay
ymprovement grant for the
city, he came into conflict
with Councilman Kenneth
Rogers. ‘Kurtz,
reccmmended by letter the
purchase of a tractor with
accessories for $8330 or
mglemcnt the program. A 7
ft. blade for grading, an 8 ft.
rake for moving stones and a
5 ft. lawn mower would be
included. The mayor
explained the money grant
was wdm wages tg:
unem persons 1o
hired for the work, that the
grant Idtd not auu:vw::.
capital expenditures
wark eut::ld not ho| Mlt
was bought. o

Rogers would have none of
it. He charged that “because
of what our euqipmem has
been exposed to', he would
vote nu money for new
equipmen!. He spoke about
damages to two fire engines
and about ‘'what is behind
the garage right now'' a
reference 1o a disused truck.
He und the mayor clashed
bitterly over whether
equipment worth $3,000 had
been dam by accident
or by ence. Rogers
avowed ‘‘untll 1 see some
luprrvilion" ho( city
equipment that he
eomrdlred proper, he would
vote for no more equipment.
The Kurtz letter was then
filed against further
developments in the Title 10
project.

The mayor was aiso
berated by a spectator on the
hiring of the ten persons
allowed under the grant, who
claimed it would be political.
The mayor retorted there
was no basis for such an
inference, that the hiring, he
presumed, would be on the
same basis as with CETA,
that the unemployed
interested would be screened
for the work in New
Brunswick and would be
recommended for the
rhcs. The Mayor said his
one right would be one of
refusal of an applicant with a
bad record locally. But the
spectator insisted this was
where the political angle
came in..
