It makrsthe date when, in an obscure village
in Judea. a child called Jesus was born to i humWe girl called Mary
The Bibk records that an "Angel of the Lord" announced this birth to
a few simple shepherds on a hillside

" • • • I bring you good tidings of groat jw which shall be to all
people for unto you is born todity. in the City of David, a
Sowour which is Christ the Lord**4"'

This Christ-child was born in a stable; worked as a carpenter,
never owned a home or traveled far from his home; becamt an
itinerant preacher at 30; three years later was condemned to death
for His teachings, was crucified between two thieves and buried in a
borrowed grave. The Bible recores that He rose from the tomb three
days later, an occasion we now celebrate as Easter Thereafter His
twelve Apostles began preaching the gospel he taught them, until
today it is the dominant religion in most of the civilized countries of
the world

His teachings were simple love God, but love your neighbor also
In effect it was the Golden Rule to do unto others as you would have
them do unto you When He preached His Sermon on the Mount the
Bible records that "The people were astonished." They still are today
as they find in it most, if not all of the principles expounded by the
reading psychologists ind psychiatrists of all times, for achieving
mental health and happiness Thus He was the first great teacher to
show us that envy and hate and selfishness were self destroying and
that true happiness could not be found in material things such as
wealth or power or position but rather in aiding the weak and the
poor and the suffering He taught that love is the real key to life and
that we must practice it not one day or one season but constantly m
our every day lives il they are to have real meaning and we are to
achieve real happiness.

When He died He left his Cross" as a symbol and a reminder of
that love love strong and all encompassing enough to die for ihm
wo see that this symbol of the Cross has taken on a special
significance not only as an ornament but as an emblem from birth to
death and even thereafter to serve as a constant reminder of the

I v t somehow much of His teaching has survived to become the
basis of our principles of right and wrong; our very laws; of our
higkeat concepts of mercy and humility and tolerance and charity and
leva. It '•* the seme teaching that somehow, particularly during the hoi
and h e w Christmas Season, kindles in mankind the flame of hope
end ftrth, that somehow mankind may still achieve the courage and
the strength and the determination to make His principles prevail, so
thai mankind may once again live in bntherhood end peace

Christmas without a doubt does have ssme strnage magic power
behind it. It is evident everywhere as the season approaches In the
factory and on the farm; in stores and offices; in the home and on the
street, something of the peace and love which Christ taught seems to
be refound • if onfy temporarily. Old angers and hatreds grow quiet
Families and friends ere drawn into a closer and warmer circle The
melody of Beth summons us to reverence and prayers at replicas of
the first crib in the manger at Bethlehem. The hearts of adults and
children alike are made happy with gifts, given in emulation of those
gifts which the Magi from the East brought to the Christ-child

The joy and magic of the season is everywhere. An aura of "Peace
on earth, good will to men" seems to descend upon the land end
give it a fleeing glimpse of what a beneficence Christ's teachings
could bring to the wortd if we could only learn to put them into actual
practice.

We retail the words of Tennyson's poem: " Ring out the fetae,
ring in the true; " R i n g out the thousand wars of old. ring in the
thousand years of peace; " R i n g out the darkness of the land, ring hi
the Chirst that is to be**" . And thus our prayer for each other is that
"the calm and the peace and the kindliness end the compassion and

love and happiness of Christmas may be held in your hearts forever."

The New Jersey Highway
Authority's "winter
warriors" are ready to wage
their annual battle against
snow and ice on the (iarden
St*»e Parkway.

Tne "warriors" are a
small army of men from the
Authority's Maintenance
Division, supported by an
array of modern equipment
They are primed for winter
action, necessary materials
are stockpiled, auxiliary
"troops" have been
mustered from arr>onc
outside contractors, aiit.
other steps liave been taken
to assure a complete state of
readiness, Authority
Commissioner Charles P.
Starkey said today.

The vanguard in the
annua l c a m p a i g n ,
Commissioner Starkey
pointed out, will be the
Authority's own personnel
and equipment, including 76
trucks with olows and 55 salt
spreaders. This force will be
augmented, as deemed
necessary, by the outside
contractors who have signed
agreements to provide
assistance when called upon.

When needed, the
contractors will supply 84
tandem trucks with plows
and eight heavy-duty
graders

The Authority's own
resources also include four
roll-over snow fighters with
huge blades and wing plows,
three heavy-duty graders, 20
front-end loaders and ten
grass-cutting tractors that
were converted into snow
plows. TV tractors are used
mainly for work in small
areas.

Some 7.000 tons of rock
salt, approximately 60 tons
of calcium chloride and
more than 200 tons of sand
will be available The
calcium is used in extreme
cold weather.

The Highway Authority,
Commissioner Starkey
noted, has jurisdiction over

153 mues of the Parkway. It
does not provide
mainU-nance fo. a 13-mile
section in Union and
Middlesex County, a 4-mile
area in Cape May and about
2'* miles in Ocean County.
Thaae portions, all toll free,
am maintained by the State
D e p a r t m e n t of
Transportation.

The Authority has nx
Maintenance Division
districts, with each assigned
a specific area for snow
clearance and other
maintenance work. Each
district office, as well as (he
Authority's Communications
Center in Woodbrldge, is
hooked up by radio with the
United States Weather
Bureau, Commissioner
Starkey pointed out, and
thus receives advance notice
of changing weather
conditions.

As an aid to Parkway
patrons, Commissioner
Starkey added, the Authority
has a telephone answering
service via which motorists
cat obtain up-to-the-minute
reports on road and traffic-
conditions by dialing >20.l > P-
A-r-K-WA-Y. The service is
available 24 hours a day
