Next the Hearing

aid. The Board is accused by
the Council in this of
attempting to overrule the
decision of the legislature
and the Examiner is held to
have been obligated to base
his reckon on §33,984 less
than he did. That amount,
the Council contends, shouid
have been lopped from the
$140,200 restored to conform
with the act of legislature.
Going into  specific
accounts, the Council notes
$5,000 was restored in
Textbooks because the
evaluation had
recommended . eplacement
of textbooks considered
archaic.
