Councilman James
Inman said he would oppose
the lease because it is
restricted to members, that
South Amboy cititens are
thereby deprived of the right
to use city property because
of its control by a private
club O'Brien said this was
not the case at all. that for
the past two years the Boat
Club has given free use of its
boat launching railway to
any South Amboy citizen
boatowner and would
continue to do so

It was Councilman J
Thonuik Cross who brought
up the need for a termination
clause in the agreement
suitable to both parties
O'Brien felt the Boat Club
would be amenable to one
year, but Cross contender1 a
much shorter span was
needed HI case The Ctry

£ined the opportunity to
velop a recreation facility

on the land and needed it
back in a hurry Councilman
Kenneth Rogers agreed, so it
was voted to return the leas*
to the Boat Club to negotiate
a termination agreement

Cross held a Community
Development Revenue
sharing hearing in
connection with IMo.uuu in
federal funds to be alloted
through a CDRS agreement
with Middlesex County An
ordinance was adopted
whereby tts.ooo was
dedicated to running a water
tine on Lower Broadway
from the aeration plant to
Spiral Meta Is

A hitch came in when
Fred Kuitz. City Engineer,
submitted a letter
recommending acceptance
of a low bid of 140,049 from
A jay Construction Co . Budd
Lake for the work Inman
was critical of the
recommendation, nutin

that Kurtz had, at the last
Council meeting, suggested
tne acceptance of a bid on a
tractor for the federal
program on the landfill that
was not truly a low bid and
that the Council had
overruled the engineer.
Inman had Nicholas
Smolney produce the record
of bkfcf submitted at a Jan. 28
opening with the engineer in
charge

When it was revealed that
12 firms had bid on the work,
Mayor William O'Leary
granted that Inman s stand
was justified. The Mayor
r e c o m m e n d e d that
hereinafter there be no bids
opened except in the
presence of the Council and
the Councilmen agreed.

Inman also opposed
ratification of contract for
engineering services with
Kurtz so long as it did not
contain specific money
amounts for services to be
rendered. Smolney objected
this was impossible as it
could not be determined
when Kurtz would be called
on for emergency
undertakings such at the
recent Louisa St sewer
mishap.

Mayor O'Leary corrected
the Council on a
misconception that such an
agreement covM not contain
a percentage of contracted
work cause This led to a
setting aside of the services
agreement until the retainer
and other payments factor
was more clearly defined
And it was also directed such
an agreement specifying the
payments or percentages for
services rendered should be
worked out with John Vail,
the City Law Director

Rogers brxight up anew
conditions he felt
unsatisfactory in the work at
the Barkalow St. playground
with only ten per cent yet
withheld on the contract with
Dick Williams. Matawan,
the contractor. The Council
wag notified of a difficulty
between the main contractor
and a subcontractor and
voted to withhold all further
commitments until the
whole situation Is clarified.

An $18,000 emergency
resolution was passed by the
City Council Feb 11 to meet
a sewer repair situation on
Louisa St. The resolution
was needed because the
amount was more than ten
pet cent of the temporary
budget adopted Jan. l Its
further status will depend on
such amending of the city s
municipal budget as takes
place when It is brought up
for public hearing March 10
The resolution was approved
by the four votes needed on
the action of CtwncUmen
Thomas O'Brien, *". Thomas
Cross, Stanley Jankowskt
and Kenneth Rogers
Councilman James Inman
was not present at the
special meeting.

It appears that only $13,905
of the 118,000 is committed
as that was the figure at
which City Engineer Fred
Kurt* obtained contract
from Ferco Inc., Old Bridge.
This firm's figure waa the
lower of two tenders Kurtz
received before authorixui
the emergency wor
Thursday for the relief of
houaahoidera and butinassM
left witiiout sewer service In
the Louise 8t. area because
ofthemaaaivep 'SFerco completed the
inetaUattoB «i a new too*,
line from relocated
manholes by Sunday Some
sewer taps to the new line
remain to be hooked up
There is other work to be
done on s mechanical or
electrical problem at the
pumping station, but this
was not covered by the
$18,000 resolution as it is not
an emergency matter and
can be taken care of under a
regular work contract,
according to Kurtz, and can
be bid

The special meeting on an
emergency resolution was
called after Joseph Kudelka,
Public Works Supervisor,
reported the situation to
Business Administrator
Nicholas Smolney. The
councilmen were summoned
by phone Kudelka told them
of hand digging to get down
to aged tile pipe in the line
after a 'snake could not be
forced through the blockage.
The critical state of things
became apparent when a

However, it results in an
overall tax levy figure of
$1,824,267 in the budget,
there being no anticipated
revenut from State Aid by
formula, no Appropriation
Balance, and no Federal or
State Sponsored Programs
anticipated as sources of
revenue.

Total Balances (Current
Expense) on hand at the end
of the last school year (June
30. 1975) were $214,291.35. As
none of this is appropriated,
explanation of its status *s
expected to come out of the.
Council-Board meeting.
