been changed since 1989 and
that the expenses of the
Water Department had gone
up many {old since that time.
Mayor William O'Leary
feit that water users in the
city would take an inteiligent
approach to higher rates in
consideration of this. But
some of the counciimen
expressed misgivings at

changing from the cit to
the ral budget plan, as
imposing 8 h rates
burden on those able to
pay.

Another matter to trouble
the Council was a resolution
presented to hire Fred Kurtz
as City Engineer with no
salary stipulated.
Councilman James Inman
felt a limit to financial
obligation should Dhe
stipulated. it was admitted
that it would be hard to set a
figure when each job to come
up had to be contracted and
the engi {ee would be
a percentage of the contract.

Further queation was
raised if a exceeded the
$2.500 in which it must be bid
and it was necessary (o use
another engineer. just what
the Council dould do when it
had advertised Kurtz as its
official engineer. John Vail,
Law Director, noted that
Kurtz was validated for a
three-year appointment, by
statute.

AUDITOR FINDS ERRORS BUT NO AUDIT MISDOING

Slipups in the past were
discusse. by Auditor
Raymond Dooty 1n his report
to the City Council Tuesday
on the 1974 budget. He
exglamed that the borrowing
of $160,000 for ten days at the
Amboy-Mudison National at
six per cent interest by the
then  Treasurer John
Leonard was a miscue to the
extent it had no supportin
resolution from the Council.
Dooty noted the bank had not
hesitated to grant the loan in
that Leonard was one of four
persons certified to the bank
as empowered to sign for the
city and Leonard had filled
out the bank's loan eligibility
form and Mayor William
O’'Leary had cosigned.

When the bank ani the two
officials so acted, thiey were,
in Dooty's opinion,
convinced nothing more was
needed than the
certifications businessmen
fill out in seeking a logn. But
It was an ex-tra | error,
the auditor noted. However,
he found it had worked out
well as it had spared
l.eonard the needtocashina
$200,000 investment bank
saving certificate on which
v per cent interest would be
paid the city so long as it was
not disturbed.
