By recently enacted
legislation, an appointee to
fill a vacancy in the term of
an elective office must come
from the same party as that
of the person elected to 1t
The city Democratic
executive committee has
neen accordingly screening
members of that party who
desire to take over when

O’Leary steps down as
mayor  Hul, as there are
three councilmen who were
clected on the Republican
ticket of the five-member
Council, it may be necessary
tor the Democratic city
committee to advance more
than one name to get a
Coungil certification.

The Board of Freeholders
has been holding O'Leary’s
appointment in abeyance for
# month until they could be
assured the appointee would
relinguish the post as mayor
ot South Amboy. O'Leury 1s
reported as {irst wishing to
hold  onto the mayoraltly
term 1o which he was elected
i 1974, a term that will not
expire until Dec. 31, 1978
But the Board of
Freeholders feared a
confhet of interest in this
situation in that O'Leary will
be supervising workers on
projects in a town where he
would be directing activities
as mayaor.

ROGERS DEMANDS END

Immediate action was
demanded by Councilman
Kenneth Rogers at the South
Amboy Board of Health
meeting Mondhy against
those persons who defecate
on John St. sidewalks after
apparently having been
drinking at bars. Rogers
noted that, in addition to its
beinf an offense against
public decency, children on
their way to school have to
walk through the putrified
area and track the offensive
offal into school buildings.

David Papi, heaith
inspector, reported he had
taken up with the
businessmen niong
Broadway the litter situation
coming after garbage had
stood out all night in front of
their places waiting for a
7:30 a.m. garbage pickup.
Papi reporten it was the
consensus of the
businessmen that a 9 a.m.
pickup on  Broadwzy,
permitting them to put out
their zarbage in the morning
jita. hefore the garbage
trucks arrive should remedy
the situation.

Th: inspector further
reported that the
businessmen had

complained that persons
renting apartments in the
upstairs of the bulldings in
which their businesses are
