The public had no
comments ut the start, so
Inman took over the
discussions of the [igures
unchanged in the O'Leary-
Smoliney budget. He was
denounced along the way by
Cross for ‘‘grandstanding’’
and not having let the other
councilmen know his views
in work sessions on the
budget in advance of the
hearings. But Rogers lauded
Inman tor ‘a HLine job'' on
uppropriations left
untouched by the other
council members.

Mayor O'Leary promised
he and Smolney could
answer Inman ‘‘all he
wants . Inman pronounced
his objections would be
shown as opposing the
Iumpinr of nprropriahons in
overal figures on
degartments by Smoiney. as
not giving a proper picture
as 10 how the money is being
distributed.

Capt Anthony Tarallo,
city lice, found this
brought out in an
amendment (0 a $430,880
overaill figure for Police.

DOT DECLINES
TO ADVANCE RT. 35
WORK SCHEDULE

A letter from Frank
Parker, chief design
engiueer for the Department
of Transportation, replied in
& letter read at the council
meeting Tuesday, to one of
protests from the city over
continuing inaction on
resurfacing and center
dividing the portion of Rt. 35
between the Edison Bridge
and Chessequake Creek not
now processed. Parker
explained decision had been
made to rebulld the road
surface and curb sidings and
that a time-consuming aerial
survey program had had to
be carried out to get
information for working on
the travel-glutted highway
Field information and
topographical surveys were
now declared completed that
would perrait design for
hetter grades and curves.
Parker related. Hence the
need to delay the slart of
construction work until July.
1977.

Mayor Willlam O'Lear
felt the first thing to do wit
the letter was to bring it to
the attention of Be
Ave. residents who
bern aroused over the BOT's
tailure to carry the
centerline divider and road
improvements past their
area.

The council also found
itsell confused by Parker's
opinion that the DOT was
now aware of conditions
along the stretch of Rt. 35 so
that no further skid tcsts of
the road surface would be
needed. But another letter
from the DOT took
cognizance of a request by
South Amboy Traffic Officer
James Tedesco asking a skid
testing of the road surface
because of the prevalence of
accidents on the highway
and agreed to make such a
test a! a time agreeable to
city officials.

Bernard Minetti. of the
Public U'tility Commission.
wrote about the Council's
concern lor the parking of
tank cars dt a switch
interchange within the city.
Minetti said that as far as he
had been able {o learn there
he 1 never been an accident
to cars contaning
“dangerous substances’’ in
