Rt. 9 Will Get
High Barrier

New Surfacing
City officials learned with

satisfaction this week that
part of the improvement
work on His 9-35 In the area
will be undertaken this year.
The State Department of
Transportation is asking
bids on Rt. 9 whore it Is
known as Upper Main St. in
South Amboy, a 3/Whs mile
stretch from where Rt. 9
meets Rt. 35 in the city to the
Garden State Parkway
Bridge in Sayreville.

DOT announces that a 31-
inch high concrete center
barrier will go up in tat
stretch where a tow asphalt-
grass medium strip now
exists. The roadway will bt
resurfaced with three inches
topping of highly skid
resistant bituminous
concrete. With bids taken
Apr. 8. it is expected work
will start in June. DOT
pledges one-tone both ways
will be kept open at all limes.

Capt. James Tedesco, city
traffic officer, said ft
o c c a s i o n e d I ' o n i
disappointment that work of
the "second phase" of
gelling a concrete high
center barrier on Rt 35 wat
not included, that it muat
wait until 1977. Capt.
Tedesco reported there a i t
about 50 accidents par year
in the Kl 9 stretch to bt
undertaken and that, when It
is completed, there shouMot
a marked saving in pottot
man hours, plus a better
distribution of police patrok)
lo the local Itreett of Tfcr
city. The high center barrier
will stop overriding of tot
present low barrier, at Hi
sees it removing a prirtt
cause of accidents in tat
area.

John Kuhn. Buildings AM)
Grounds Chairman, called
for an immediate approach
by a South Amboy Board oi
Education committee to (he
city council to get lands
dedicated and deeded for
school purposes. He felt the
ten acres alloted for a school
site at the landfill city-owned
lands prior to the July 8,
1975. referendum on building
a high school there should be
retained permanently for a
city deed to the Board for
school purposes, not revert
to public lands in August He
also wanted the John St. old
city hall tract deeded over
And any other lands that
could be approved by the
State Department of
Education for school
purposes.

Kuhn saw the possibility of
getting more than the ten
acres at the landfill deeded
over in that the State
stipulates 40-acre tracts are
optimum for high school
needs. Kuhn stated he had
heard a developer was
dickering for the landfill. He
asked the Board what they
would do about added school
facilities if 1.400 new houses
went up on the landfill and a
12-story apartment house
was erected for minority and
low-income families to meet
the requirements imposed
by the urban League suit. In
South Amboy s situation, he
felt there would be
justification for removing
tracts from housing to future
school needs and options. He
warned there was no time to
lose as "the entire, zoning
law is about to be changed"
to meet the demands
imposed by the Urban
League suit.
Kuhn regretted prior Boards
had not shown the foresight
of Sacred Heart and St
Mary's so years ago on the
need to get land. Michael
Charmello deplored only
recently the 4th St. tract had
been allowed to get away
But Thomas Levandosfci
commented that he could
agree to getttag « deed to the
John St. site but that he
would have to hesitate on
accepting a deed for a tract
on 'he landfill if it meant
commiting the Board to
bulkt thereafter the voters
had rejected such a move.

Edmund Kaboski also
reserved any commitment to
the landfill site But Kuhn
told them there was no harm
in getting "free land", that it

did not imply a board
commitment to build Other
members ol the Board
assented to the approach.

Levandoski and Kaboski
were the minority vote on a
5-2 poll to appoint David
Inman administrative
assistant in the school
system. Levandoski said he
had no objection to Inman
but thai he telt Jt school,
system the size of South
Amboy s had .no need for
such an office. Kaboski felt
he did not think Inman
should be reemployed.

Levandoski and Kaboski
came under criticism from
several spectators who
reported hearing they had
disrupted class times and
inter/erred with the work of
teachers in a tour of schools.
It was explained the tour had
been arranged for the four
new board members that
they could get an "eye
witness" view of conditions
and school operations.
Levandoski denied he h*J
interrupted classes to talk to
teachers and said he had
been guided through by
Chester Zamorski. the
E l e m e n t a r y School
principal.

Kaboski commented he,
too, had been shown through
the Elementary School By
Zamorski and then Inman
guided him through the high
school and invited him to
"look for yourself' Kaboski
related he had found "three
or four rooms" empty in t!;e
supposedly overcrowded
high school that .he had
observed only eight students
in the high school library. >
that he had found the boys
toilets closed.
