They are a new heating and
air conditioning system. The
main seating in the church
house is about the same, only
one pew having been
removed. An impressive
new lighting design rscasses
the lights Into the eetttng,
where formerly tba Jajms
were suspended on fixtures
The advantage that
particularly derives frorp
the new recessed lighting i.s
that i.pper stained glass
windows show up in
beautiful effect and the
whole upper sculpturing and
paintings become vivid to
the eye.

Afoot there is new
carpeting and the total
walling has been repainted.
The towers of the main altar
have been put at better
elevation and both the main
altar and the side altars
refurbished. The trble
before the altar has been
brought forward to give
better resplendence to the
view of Ihe main altar. The
stained glass windows have
been brightened up and
those with deteriorating

Fraudulent chain letters

have bean around foe many
years, but adds are better
now that you may receive
one, this time with a
Bicentennial theme,
according to Postmaster
CJ Mahoney.

"A -scheme, which
involves the mailing of U.S.
Savings Bonds, has shown up
in major urban centers of
Massachusetts, Rhode
Island, Maryland, Virginia
and Florida." Postmaster
Mahoney said.

"The letter with the
Bicentennial gimmick,'1
Mahoney explained, "urges
those receiving it to mail
$2.00 — 91.00 lor each 100
years — to the person whose
name is first on the list in
celebration of our nation's
» « h birthday."

"Chief Postal Inspector C
Nell Benson has informed us
that actual profits from
chain letters are usually
obtained only by those who
originate or enter the
scheme very early. "
Postmaster Mahoney said.

Chain letters requesting
money or other items of
value are non-mailable
under the Federal Mail
Fraud Statute They are
considered to be fraudulent
because of the likelihood that
the chain will be broken and
most participants will get
nothing fro
involvement.

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Typically, the chain letter
require! each of its
recipient* to sell or mail
copies to a specif ied number
of others, who would be
asked to continue the chain
of mailings. Usually, the
chain expands so rapidly
that the number of prospect*
is soon exhausted.

For example, a chain
letter requiring each
purchaser tu send copies to
six others would
theoretically reach the
entire literate population of
the earth by the time it
reached its l i h link

The fact that chain letters
are not mailed does not
exclude the scheme from
being a violation of law if the
scheme involves the mailing
of bonds or other valuable
items,

On the other hand, so-
called chain letters which
call for nothing more than
recipes, picture pott cards
and the like, are ordinarily
considered to be mailaMe
because the turns sent do not
constitute a "thing of value"
under applicable law.
However, postal cards
involving "good luck'; chain
prayers that contain the
threat of bad luck to those
who break the chain are
prohibited because it is
against the law to place
threatening matter on the
outside of mail.

Postmaster Mahoney
cautioned the public to be
especially alert for
numerous current chsin
letters which contain a claim
they have been reviewed by
some legal authority and
officially approved for
mailing.

"Thii is not true, '
Mahoney said, "and I would
appreciate having all chain
letten received in this area
promptly turned over to me
or Potta) Inspectors so that
we can help protect the
public from thii illegal
activity."
