When O'Brien questioned
the reliability of Vail's
rulings as being "biased" In
favor of certain members of
the Council, the two men
clashed bitterly. The
attorney expressed
resentment against the
comment that favoritism
swayed his legal
interpretations and called
O'Brien "one person." not
an overlord of the Council.
This led to repetitions of
O'Brien ruling Vail out of
order and warning the
attorney he would be asked
to lea ve the session.

O'Brien then ruled that
from Mrs. Brown's quoting
of Roberts Rules of Order,
nominations would be taken
from the floor. And when
Mrs. Brown moved for
Cross, the Council president
held this was a legitimate
second chance for Cross. But
when the GOP members
acceded to more
nominations, O'Erien
overruled them again to say
he was accepting all
nominations for voting in a
bunch, not one at a time. Vail
expressed scorn for it all,
noting it was a matter of
" a p p o i n t m e n t . not
nominations."

Nomination* were then put
in from the floor for Frank
Karrell, a regular
organization Democrat and
for Mrs. Brown. But Rogers
got the nominations closed.
The Council was polkd. Over
Rogers objections that the
Lewandowski nomination
was being ignored, O'Brien
apt in new votes on Cross and
SchulU but with the same 3-2
losses. Then he had a poll
taken on Lewandowski and
Inman. Jankowskt and
Rogers gave the ex-
councilman a 3-2 winning
margin.

But O'Brien continued
with the poll Only after
Farrell and Mrs. Brown
were also 3-2 losers, did the
Council president relent. But
the GOP members were not
content with what had
happened yet. Inman
demanded that a letter Vail
had written Mrs. Natalie
Brennan, the city clerk be
read. O'Brien ruled it
inr. material and out of order
now that a choice had been
made, but Inman,
Jankowski and Rogers
forced a vote that it should
be read.

Vai ls letter to Mrs.
Brennan on the issue of
getting on the agenda was as
follows:

"You have asked me for a
ruling in that Councilman
Rogers has instructed you to
