ERC and the demand of the
Teachers Association that
the ireeze offer be made in
writing so that a mediator
could hold it void and rule in
favor of the total salary
demuands the Teacher
Association is asking without
their being dismissed by the
negotiating process.

But the two proponents of
the motion to {reeze salaries,
Edmund Kaboski and
Thomas Levandoski,
questioned the meeting had
been called legally.
Levandoski reported he had
received his notification of
the meeting 11:30 a.m. that
(Monday) morning and
Kaboski said he had not got
his until 3 p.m. They both
held this was a violation of
the 48-hours nolice required
under the Sunshine Law.
Hulsart told them nutice had
been published in a daily
paper Saturday. that this
was i sufficient notice.

Levandoski contested it
did not meet the legal
requirement of giving
mailed or hand-delivered
notice to each individual
board member 48 hours in

Hulsart, Board

. advance. As for the notice in

the daily paper, Levandeski
conte that unless it gave
statemen{ about what the
meeting was being called
for, it did not meet the
statute. Asked to rule.
George Otlowski. Jr. the
Board's attorney opined the
newness of the Sunshine Law
made Lhe issue obscure, hut
he felt that if the notice in the
paper coniained a general
description of the purpose of
the meeting, it would suffice.

Bruce Richmond opined
that as it was not a paid legal
notice, the daily paper could
put in as much or as little as
they pleased. Levandoski
wanled to know how the
nolice was given (0 the

_ paper. Hulsa. said it was

in. Levandoski found
this not sufflicient. In his
opinion, only a written natice
explaining the purpose of the
meeting shpuld have been
sent, even if the paper did
not elect to publish it all. In
ievandoski's view this would
have given a lasting record
of notice such as the
Sunshine Law requires.

John Kuhn questioned it
the meeting had any
standing when it had been
called to act on an "illegal™
motion put by Kaboski. Kuhn
held that while the Board
and the teachers negotiating
teams were carrying out
procedures as required
under Chapter 127, il had
heen out of order for the
Board (o have in any way
countenanced the Kaboski
motion affecting teacher
salaries.

But, on uest for a
ruling, Otlowski found the
Board had iven
countenance to the Kaboski
maorion by labling it. Hulsart
admi this had been a
mistake, (hat at best, the
Bourd should have voted N
I'T Apr. 26 fo dispose of it
directly.

O'LEARY FINDS 'MORALITY’
LACKING IN JOB TURNOVERS

Former Mavor  William
O'Leary assaled al
Tuesday's Council meelting
the “‘morality’” violated, in
his opinion, by the replacing
of city employees of long
tenure with new appointees
when Mayor Theodore
Lewandowski took office, as
his successar. Frank Zebra,
a spectator. joined O'Leary
in a more exac!
denunciation, holding the
replacing of Chester Meinzer
with Art Burke was illegal in
that the ordinance provided
the fire chief, not the mayor,
shall designate the fire
marshal. '

John Vail, City Law
Director, was asked about
this but held he would have
to research the ordinance
and the statute to determine
what prevailed. O'Leary
also submitted a directive
from Patricia Sheehan, a
head of the State
Department of Communil
Affairs, certifying Fran
English to the Governor's
appointment to a
membership on the Housing
Authority. Lewandowski had
replaced English with John
Ciszewski. Vail also
reserved the right to read
state law on this. :

A final query was on the
replacement of Joseph
Kudelka with Richard
Muchanic as  Acting
Superintendent of Public
Works. Vail questioned if
any such office had ever
been created by ordinance,
80 there could be doubt as to
whether the Mayor could
make such an appointment.
